San Francisco, Feb. 2.—Frank 
Butler, the Australian murderer was 
arrested on the ship Swanliilda, which 
arrived Tuesday morning. Butler was 
taken to the central police station with a 
varied assortment of baggage. This was 
examined by the detectives and an amount 
of evidence found to convict him. A 
photograph, gold bracelet, brooch and jante, 
ring, all belonging to Mrs. Weller ; a speef 
certificate of examination in chemistry 
belonging to Hat wood, another of Butlei ’» 
victims ; a coat and vest belonging to 
Preston, murdered by pi ieoner, and ship 
discharges granted to Weller were 
brought to light. A pocket book bear­
ing the initials ‘J. H. A.'was found, 
which tbe detectives believe must belong 
to another of the murderer’s victims.
Only two sovereigns were found in 
Butler's possession. It is supposed he 
gave his money to friends before leaving 
Australia. He refused to make any 
statement other than that he waa Captain 
Lee Weller. When the detectives finish­
ed making an inventory of his • fleets he 
signed it readily and in a bold hand,
‘ Lee Weller, 2 2-97.’ After this he was 
taken into the private office of Capt.
Lees, chief of local detective force, and 
submitted to a searching examination, 
tbe result of which is uot yet known.

HORRIBLE DISCOVERY IN CUBA.

New York, Feb. 1—A Key West, 
Fla., special to a morning paper says, 
the bodies cf fourteen girls have been 
found in a small cave within half a mile 
off the Spanish encampment at Guanaba- 
coa on a road visitorvare net allowed to 
travel. They were discovered by a boy 
who saw some dogs gnawing bones. 
Driving the dogs off, he saw that they 
were hmban bone Hand noticing from 
which direction they had been dragged 
he came to the mouth of a cave and ven­
turing in saw the» decomposing bodies. 
A few Cubans ventured out at night and 
verified the stories. The bodies could 
not be identified further than that they 
were female bodies and young. The 
girls had been cruelly murdered and 
some bad been hacked in-pieces.

The publicity given to the many mur­
ders committed at Guanabacoa b-» 
alarmed even the Spanish residents wtio 
fear the effect on the American people. 
After the discovery of the girl’s bodies 
a large deputation of Spanish merchants 
and business men called upon the Mar­
quis De Ahumada, tbe acting captain- 
general, and made strong representations 
to him upon the subject. He promised 
it is said, though reluctantly, to speak to 
General Weyler in regard to it.

READJUSTMENT OF 
BOUNTIES.

FISHERY

Ottawa, Jan. 30.—The minister of 
marine and fisheries has under considera­
tion a change in the dietiibution of the 
fishery bounty as to the proportion to be 
paid to boats and vessels and crews. The 
present arrangement gives $1 to each 
boat, and $3 to each of the boat’s crew, 
while vessels are paid $2.75 per ton on 
vessels from 10 to 80 tons, one half 
going to the owner and one-half to the 
crew, the result being no uniformity 
per capita as regards the vessels crew, 
which is entirely regulated by the 
number ot.the crew carried. Mr. Davies 
is now considering whether it would not 
be a more equitable distributiou to 
increase the amount paid the boat fisher­
men and make the amount to be paid to 
the vessel’s crew uniform.
