THE POPE'S ENCYCLICAL.

The Pope’s encyclical on the Manitobs

school question as published 18 briefly as
follows :

After recalling the religious history of
Canada and eulogizing its scholastic in-
stitutions, His Hcliness expresses regret
at the decisions taken seven years ago, in
Manitoba, relative to the Oatholic schools,
and points out the rights of Catholies, ac-
cording to the federal agteement.

Continuing, the' Pope condemps a
school syetem based on religious neutrali-
ty, praises the zeal the bishops have djs-
played ¢n the question, regrets that the
Catholics are not equally united, owing
to political passions, and admits that the/
aathorities have done something tq
diminish the inconveniences of Manitoba
school legis!ation, but His Holiness de:
clares thie to be inadequate, and exhorts
Catholics to persist in claiming all their
rights, though they must not refuse
any partial reparations obtainable with
the view to reduce the perils of the edu-
cation of youth.

In conclusion, the Pope in the encycli-
ral, says that in the event of these being
unobtainable, Catholice should provide
their own school, and adopt, under the
guidance of their bishops, a programme
of study, reconciling it with their reli-
gion and a]l literary and ecientific pro-
