Last 
night the St. Andrews Society of Montreal 
gave a Grand Ball, at which the Marquis and 
Princess were both present for a time. The 
affair is said to have been the grandest of its 
kind ever held in Canada.

Kay va, the N. B. Red Granite Co.—This 
was an action brought by the Receivers of the 
Consolidated K & N. Railway Co., to recover 
$415 for rent of the lot in Carleton held under 
lease from the Corporation, and occupied 
jointly by the railway and the granite works. 
The defence was that the Granite Company 
rented from Mr. F. Burpee, their Secretary, 
and paid him in stock of the company.

At the close of plaintiffs case Mr. Weldon, 
for defendants, moved for a non suit on the 
ground that there was no proof of contract. 
The motion was sustained by the Court, and a 
non-suit was ordered accordingly.

The next case on the docket not being ready 
for trial—or rather the lawyers were not 
ready—the Judge struck it off. The same 
treatment was accorded to about a dozen other 
cases, in the majority of which either Mr. 
Palmer or Mr. Tuck is in engaged, and it look- 
ed as if a speedy clearance would be made of 
the whole docket, when luckily for the con- 
testants in numerous causes, the parties to the 
suit of Burpee et al vs. Smith et al were ready 
and the trial proceeded.
