Down by Town Council

Aldermen Think Expense of $1000. Not Justified 
Nov;—Vacant Lot Cultivation Will be Dealt 

With at Next Meeting.
Newcastle Town Council met in 

special Session on the 9th instant, 
Mayor Fish in the chair. Aldermen 
presènt: J F Kingston. A H Mac- 
Key. F C McGrath. S. W. Miller, T 
A Scribner, James Stables and H 
H Stuart

i* wise to let actual construction lie 
! over till next year if cost should be 
j found prohibitive. Better assess no 
i more than $lu00 any one year, 
j Aid. McGrath would rather leave 
! it at $1200 a year. ' There was a 
jstroig agitation for sewerage in two 
different places—from Miramichi
Hotel to Lounsburv's Co~aer, and on 
the upper end of Pleasant Street. 
The Council should endeavor to sup 
ply both these places, and $1200 
or $200 or $303 more would be sv: 
ficient to sewer both places. ,-The 
shorter section would require only 
one man-hole and should cost no 
mere than $400. The extra cost of 
pipe this year would not be more 
than 10 or 15 cents a foot. If they 
were going to put in sewerage they 
should not consider the present cost. 
Next year's might be far higher. The 
properties of George O’Brien. Mr. 
Stables, M. Ryan and himself were 
badly in need of Sewerage.

Aid. Miller agreed with Aid. Mc­
Grath. Other parts of the town de­
served sewerage as much as those 
that had it. He was willing to vote 
more than $1200.

The item was agreed to.
The police and all the other items 

were agreed to.
Aid. Stuart wished to add to the 

estimates and moved :
. .That the sum of $1000 be assessed 

j this year for the purpose of having 
! a new valuation made of the Town

This was seconded by Aid. Scrib­
ner.

Aid. Miller thought the time was 
Inopportune for such na assessment 
and. judging from the feeling of the 
people, he would be bordering on 
insanity if he voted for that sum. 
The Council should curtail expenses 
a? much as possible this year. But 
as for sewerage, the people who 
asked for it were entitled to It, as 
they had contributed to the welfare 
of the rest of the Town. The Coun 
cil should not vote $1000 for a val­
uation. If there were $1000 to spare 
lot it be spent on sewerage and 
public walks.

Aid. Stables—A new valuation 
might be a good thing.

Aid. Stuart claimed that a new 
valuation was urgently needed, as, 
in fcis opinion the Town> present as­
sessment was. iq many instances, 
unfair. Very few, if any, properties 
and incomes were assessed at full 
value, as the law expressly directs, 
but the general result of the assess­
ment was to assess the smaller pro­
perty and the smaller income at 
much nearer the full value than was 
done with the larger property and 
the larger income. By this means 
the poorer man has had to pay much 
more than his share of the taxes, 
while a large number of those most 
able to pay have had to pay less 
than their share. A correct valuation 
would make each citizen pay the 
share that,the law provides for. If 
the law. strictly enforced, is found 
to inflict any hardships, then have 
the law changed as soon as poôsi- 
ble. A complete valuation and an 
assessment guided by It would 
wrong no one. Then let only men 
who a~e known to be In sympathy 
with the law and prepared to assess 
In full, as the law directs and their 
oath binds them, be appointed As­
sessors. The war would greatly 
Increase taxation and therefore the 
valuation should be completed in 
time, to save those who have already 
suffered financially through unfair 
assessment from having to suffer 
still more when the war bills come 
In. He trusted no one would vote 
against such a manifestly fair pro­
position as a re-valuation of the 
town by unprejudiced experts.

Aid. Mac Kay said that, while he 
admitted with Aid. Stuart that there 
might he a better system of assess­
ment, yet It was unwise at this 
time to make an experiment with as­
sessment and especially the separate 
assessment of Improvements and 
Real Estate.

Aid. McGrath said that whei as­
sessors were appointed they had 
power to readjust values regardless 
of the valuation.

Aid. Stables—Very unfair!
Aid. McGrath doubted If re valua­

tion would ensure better assessment 
Aid. Stwurt's point was to make a 
valuation which would bind the 
assessors. Tbs sssesorj should not 
be trilled with. The spending of 
fl$00 was^ngt going to change the

Aid. Miller said the Idea of re­

valuation should not be considered. 
He asked Aid. Stuart to withdraw 
his motto*..

Aid. Stuart replied that the right­
ing of a wrong should never be put 
off. therefore he cculd not withdraw 
his motion.

The Mayor said that the Chairman 
of the Public Wo"ks Department al­
ready had the power to have a Plan 

Valuation made. If $1000 could 
utvafforded to do it. all right. But 
money spent on valuation alone 
would be wasted.

Aid. Stuart—My idea includes that 
of a Survey and Plan as well as 
valuation. A proper valuation could 
hot well be made without a Survey 
and Plan.

The Mayor, continuing, said that 
some mechanical way of valuing 
land was needed and was also feas­
ible. It was the duty of the Council 
to take the matter up and first have 
a survey and plan made.

Aid. McGrath replied that assess­
ors could not be bound by any mech­
anical device It might be ail 
right to draw v.p a plan of the Town 
as a guide.

The Mayor said that land could 
easily be v Uued. All the land in a 
certain section would be worth the 
same p«*- front or square foot; in 
other sections more; in others less. 
Regarding Income the poor working­
man, for whom so many hearts bled 
I they used to bleed for the poor 
farmer, but the farmer was now 
regarded as one of those who didn't 
need any sympathy) should have a 
flat tax rate, of say. $9 or $10 a year.

Aid. McGrath—What does a labor­
ing man pay now?

Town Clerk—$10.85.
Aid. Stables—He doesn't pay too 

much.
_ A|ld. MqGrath—That is no more 
than the same class of men pay in 
the country districts. To make 
things even men should be valued as 
well as property.

Aid. MacKay did not see that the 
new valuation would remedy any­
thing.

The motion to make an appropria­
tion of $1000 for a new valuation 
was lost on the following vote:

Yea—Aid. Scribner and Stuart 
Nay—Aid. Kingston. Miller. Mac­

kay. McGrath and Stables.
Aid. Stuart presented the motion 

of the Newcastle Town Improvemen. 
I^eague returning thb question of 
cultivating vacant lots to the Coun­
cil. He agreed with the T I L that 
the Council was the proper party to 
take the lead in that matter, as the 
council were elected to represent 
the people, and as the Government's 
commxiflficatton came to the Coun­
cil.

Aid. McGrath said the Council had 
no executive power to deal with the 
matter.

Aid. Stables did not agree with 
him. The Council were not to tell 
the people what they should do, but 
they could try to get them to culti­
vate vacant lots. Suppose they call 
n meeting and see what can be done. 
He suggested that they try to per­
suade men to dig small plots. A 
committee could be appointed, and a 
public meeting called.

Aid. McGrath was quite In favor of 
education on the subject.

The Mayor said that if {be people 
would take up this thing themselves 
they could make a success of it.

Aid. Scribner said the idea was to 
get the people interested.' Not much 
difference whether the council or the 
TIL led. It would be a good thing 
to have the plots cultivated.

Aldv McGrath—It's too early to 
plant potatoes yet.

Aid. Stables—But not to order the 
seed.

The matter was laid over till next 
meeting.

The report of the Board of Health 
was received and ordered printed in 
Town Book.

The report was submitted by Geo. 
Stables, Chairman, and was for the 
two years ending Dec. 31st, 1916.
There were In that period a number 
of cases of scarlet fever, diphtheria 
and measles, no deaths having oc­
curred from any of those diseases.
