LOCAL LEGISLATURE.

Opposition Statements ~ Shattered
by the Government.

ELOQUENT SPEECH BY THE
ATTORNEY GENERAL,

Wilson and LaBillois Expose
Opposition Tactics.

In the debate on the address, Hon. Mr.
Labillois followed Dr.Alward. He referred
to the cowardly and false circulars, in-
tended to stir up religious feeling which
had been sent to every protestant home
in Restigouche county, and where they
had in some cases been burned by the re-
cipients. Referring to the campaign, he
said, that at the outset a charge had been
made by an opposition speaker that the
government had dismissed Mr. Crockett
because he was in favor of the nuns and
Catholics of Bathurst village. He had
attended a meeting at Cocaigne Bridge,
where he had with difficulty obtained a
chance to speak from Mr. Hanington and
Mr. Phinny, and where Phinney had
urged the French to vote against the gov-
ernment because an Englishman had
been appointed sheriffof Kent. Mr. Han-
ington made a similar claim because the
government had dismissed Mr. Boudreau,
the inspector, because he was a French-
man. It was then that he (Labillois) had
been forced to reply on behalf of the gov-
ernment. But neitherat the meeting nor
elsewhere in Kent county, had he used
the language attributed to him by Dr. Al-
ward, nor sought to arouse sectarian strife.
At the last meeting referred to Mr. Phin-
ney had refused Mr Johnston a
chance to speak because it was after mid-
night, Saturday evening, and there shounld
be no speaking on Sunday. Yet on the
following Sunday afternoon Mr. Phinney
addressed electors at St. Marys, and there
stated that the French should vote against
the government because some of Labil-
lois’ ancestors had come from the,south
of Ireland. He told them also that they
should oppose the government because it
was composed of Orangemen. He charged
that Mr. Pugsley was an Orangemen. He
(Labillois) had not spoken of McKeown
and Alward as fanatics or bigots, but he
had spoken of Stockton, because the lat-
ter had proposed to him in a conversation
during the last session, that he should
move a resolution in the house with refer-
ence to the French schools of the Prov-
ince by which the French language was to
be dismissed from the schools. ;

Dr. Stockton —Do I understand the

Hon. member to say that I had a conver-
sation with him to the effect that I wished
to prohibit the teaching of the French
language in the Province ?
Hon. Mr. Labillois replied and said no,
but he had a conversation with him in
which he showed himself adverse to the
teaching of French in the schools of the
Province. He (Stockton) had sought tojob-
tain information from him wereon to base
his resolution,but he (Labillois) had given
him no encouragement.

Dr. Stockton — Does the Hon. member
say that I spoke to him about the intro-
duction of a resolution relating in any
way to the teaching of the French langu-
age?

Hon. Mr. Labillols — Yes.
Mr. Stockton — That statement is ab-
solutely untrue.

Hon. Mr. Labillois said he remembered
well the conversation and it struck him
at the time that he had not yet concluded
with his protestant crusade. Passing on,
Mr. Labillois said it was the wish of
every French member of the house that
English should be taught in every school
in the Province.

Dr. Stockton — What was the nature of
the resolution I proposed to bring in ?

Hon. Mr. Labillois said no resolution
had been framed, and Stockton had not
had time to clearly indicate its nature be-
cause he was cut short in his proposal. At
St. Marys Dr. Legere told the people that
he was sent by Sir John Thompson and
Mr. Abbott to defeat the Blair govern-
ment, and when asked to produce his
authority he was unable to do so.

Mr. Phinney — That is not so.

Mr. Legere — I rise to say that Mr. La-
Billois is correct. Mr. Phinney was pres-
ent and he knows that Dr. Legere said
openly that he was sent by Sir John
Thompson and Mr. Abbott.

Hon. Mr. Labillois said Dr. Legere had
tried to work in Dominion politics and
when he failed in that he tried to set the
French against the Irish. He related a
conversation he had had with three Irish-
men, which afterwards he was obliged to
swallow. He (LaBillois) had never stat-
ed in the campaign that the protestants
were the enemies of his religion and race.
He had never stated that the opposition
was a protestant opposition. It would
have been insane for him to have made
such a statement, for his own county of
Restigouche that had. so handsomely
stood by him in three elections had a
large majority of protestant voters, and he
prided himself on the feeling of amity
that existed there between the two races,
partly through his instrumentality.
Fear God, respect the English flag, and
respect their neighbors as themselves
were the watchwords of the French
people of New Brunswick.

Mr. Legere spoke after epeeches by the
Messrs. Melasnon and Phinney. He said
the step he had taken in becoming a gov-
ernment candidate was right and the
people of Kent had pronounced it so.
Mr. Gogain, Mr Phinney’s candidate,
came out as an independent and said he
was willing to support the government
under certain conditions. If he (Legere)
had made one bad step, as Mr. Phin-
ney had stated, the latter had made two.
The first bad step was when he deserted
the government, and the second was
when he said he would accept Gogain’s
defeat as his own. He was able to con-
firm every statement the Hon. Mr. La-
billois had made to the house. IfMr. La-
billois had started the race and religion
war in Kent, how did it come that he
(Legere) had carried every English speak-
ing district? He resented the gratuitous
insult of Mr. Phinney, that the people of
Kent had been bought like sheep in that
election. However, the sore defeat, the
opposition had got, gave them exceptional
privileges in debate.

Hon. Mr. Blair followed. He said that
as a stickler for patriotism and British in-

stitutions, he would have thought that
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the leader of the opposition would have
hesitated before he asked the house to
amend the loyal address which the house
usually passed in reply to the speech
from thethrone. The course of the Hon.
member could only be paralled in Dead-
wood where it was the practice first to
hang the prisoner then bring on the trial
and then the accusation. First he con-
demned the government because some-
body had told him that the government
had given away a large sum to some per-
son on the Notth Shore; then, because a
bridge built by the government had sunk
six incheg, he wished the house to amend
this address. The course usually pursued
in parliamentary bodies was to pass the
address in ifs entirety, for the very good
reason that until it was passed no constit-
utional communication existed between
the governor and the representatives of
the people, nor could the public reports
be laid on the table. The same old, stale
charges were being repeated by the op-
position and the Hon. members were seri-
ously propoging that the government
should be condemned and executed by
the same jury that had already pronounced
their acquittal. As to the insinuations
made, if the opposition had any charge to
prefer against the government, every op-
portunity *would be afforded them to have
them investigated.

Dr. Stockton — You refused last year to
give us your bank account.

Hon. Mr. Blair—Yes,becauise no govern-
ment having any respect for constitu-
tional traditions or for itself would have
brought down such a return. The gov-
ernment would not allow the presumption
to be recognized that the government
were aset of thieves and rascals. They
should be presumed to be honest until
they were proved otherwise. The state of
the bank account had been placed fairly
on the table of the house and if the
majority of the house had not confidence
enough in government to accept them,the
power was in their hands and they could
vote non-confidence in the government.

Recess.

Mr. Blair said an insinuation had been

made by Hanington that if a certain wit-
ness had been subpoenaed upon the Leary
investigation, whom he desired to call,
that a different result would have been
reached.
Mr. Hanington — I said that friends of
the government were now saying, that it
was Mr. Hanington’s fault; that if I had
subpoenaed a certain gentleman, I could
have shown that $5,000 had been boodled,
and then I said the man they named was
one of those whom I wished to call, but
was refused.

Hon Mr. Blair—declined to believe
that any person possessed of a spirit of
fairness could have made such a. state-
ment to the Hon.gentleman. He could not
understand how the Hon. member could
expect to fortify his motion by a reference
to the Leary investigation. The Hon.
member was present during all the in-
vestigation and heard all the evidence,and
was compelled to acknowledge to the
house, not once only, but several times,
that he (Blair) had been fully exonerated.
Yet after the lapse of all this time, and in
face of his admission that he (Blair) was
guiltless, the Hon. member had not had
the decency to refrain from the nasty in-
sinuation he had made. Mr. Hanington
claiméd to be an honorable man and to
belong to an honorable profession and his
aspirations for the future were lofty, yet
he had revived a matter which he him-
self had buried in order to create the
impression upon some person’s mind, that
there was some evidence which might
have supported the charge if he had had an
opportunity of adducing it. He had also
intimated that if he had an opportunity
of going before a royal commission or
other fair tribunal, he would be able to
show that the government had been
guilty of corrupt transactions with refer-
ence to the subsides to the Central rail-
way, the bridge at Rockland and other
matters. That was the kind of material
the Hon. member resorted to in order
to bolster up his motion. He thought
that the Hon. member if he had any
charges to make, should in fairness take
the proper and constitutional way of
bringing them before the house.

Mr. Hanington —And get it amended
like the Leary one.

Mr. Blair said the Hon. member well
knew that the charge made by the Hon.
member for Carleton had not been amend-
in any essential respect.” He had simply
declined to allow a charge which was
levelled at himself to be burdened with
charges and implications towards other
members of the government. That Hon.
member had said, that he (Blair) was ex-
onerated from the slightest taint in con-
nection with that charge.

Mr. Hanington —I simply said the
evidence did not disclose the facts alleged,
and I was glad of it,butI do now say that
we were burked in our inquiry by the
amendment made by the attorney general.

Hon. Mr. Blair—I am not concerned
as to what the Hon. member says now,
but what he said then.

Mr. Hanington —I say it now.

Hon. Mr. Blair— Mr. Hanington did
not say then that the case had failed
through want of proof, but he said he was
glad to be able to state, that the attorney
general had been completed exonerated.
Could the Hon. member have said that if
he had not been allowed a thorough in-
vestigation. Would he have made the
statement he did, unless he felt, that he
(Blair) had been entirely exonerated?
If the opposition had any charge now to
make, they should prefer it in the regu-
lar way and then if it was not properly
investigated upon the house would rest
the responsibility. It was quite possible
that the Hon. member would not be al-
lowed to have full control of that investi-
gation ; he (Blair) would be very sorry to
have that Hon. gentleman for his judge.
The Hon. member could not be relieved
from his duty by claiming that any
charge he might prefer would not be
properly examined into. He appealed to
members of the opposition to say whether
the insinuations of the Hon. member has
embodied any reasons why fair-minded
men should enterprise in the passage of
the address. The course, the Hon. mem-
ber has taken is entirely without preced-
ent, in moving this amendment to the
address.

Dr. Stockton — Not atall. It was done
in the British Parliament the other
day.

Hon. Mr. Blair said, the cases were not
parallel. The resolution was a motion of
want of confidence in the government. Its
passage would prevent the inquiries which
the Hon. member professed to be desir-
ous of making. He (Blair) did not think
the paragraph if passed would commit
any Hon. member to the principle of di-
rect taxation. There could be no reason
why the house should not thank the gov-
ernor for informing the house that the
subject of the census had been given seri-
ous consideration.

Dr. Stockton — We don’t amend that.

Hon. Mr. Blair —What is it he pro-
poses to amend. The paragraph simply
stated that any measure submitted with a
view to augmenting, the revenue would
receive the careful attention of the house.
Was there anything in that proposition
that any fair-minded man should refuse
to subscribe to? Could the gentlemen of
the opposition properly discharge their
duties without giving their careful atten-
tion to any measure of this kind.

Dr. Stockton— We don’t amend that
section. We say we are not prepared for
direct taxation.

Hon. Mr. Blair — Then the Hon. mem-
ber is proposing to add something entirely
foreign to the paragraph. He was asking
the house to pronounce upon a measure
not yet submitted. Who had said the
Hon. members were prepared for direct
taxation? It was timeenough for such a
declaration to be ‘made when a measure
was before the house inviting them to do
80. The Hon. members were jumping be-
fore they came to the stile. They were in-
dulging in a parliamentary trick to induce
the government to appear by negativing
their amendment, to be declaring itself in
favor of direct taxation, which the para-
graph did not necessarily imply.

Mr. Hanington — Don’t you intend di-
rect taxation ? -

Hon. Mr. Blair—The Hon. member
has no right to be informed of the inten-
tions of the government at the present
time and he was unwilling to allow the
government to tell the house just what
its intentions were. Even if direct taxa-
tion could be spelled out of the paragraph
how many members of the house were
prepared to say that they would not ex-
amine the question. If a majority of the
house without considering facts or reasons
which might be adduced, were going to
shut their eyes and blind their ears to
the proposed legislation of the govern-
ment, upon them must rest the responsi-
bility. It was not to prevent the imposi-
tion of direct taxation, that the motion
was moved, but simply with the hope of
catching some support which otherwise
the opposition could not obtain, that this
little, parliamentary manoeuvre, that the
opposition members had been incubating
for forty-eight hours past, had been
hatched. (Applause).

Hon. Mr. Ryan said the Hon. member
from Westmorland had stated that Mr.
McManus had received extras for building
the Scadouc bridge.

Mr. Hanington said he had made no
such statement. He had said that the
Rockland bridge had been let at a cost
figure of $2,000 above the lowest tender.

Hon. Mr. Ryan said he would not
descend to calling the Hon. member a
liar or blackguard.

Mr. Hanington said the Hon. member
was referring to him as a liar and black-
guard. He asked that the language be
withdrawn.

Hon. Mr. Ryan said he had made no
such accusation, but the Hon. member
had used such language in a farmer de-
bate. Continuing, Mr. Ryan said he
had understood the Hon. gentleman to
say that it was rumored, that large extras
had been granted to the builder of the
Scadouc bridge. It was not a fact that
Mr. Whitman Haines had anything to do
with the Rockland bridge. Mr. Appleby
of St. John was the lowest tenderer and
on being so informed asked for his de-
posit to be returned. It was only after
receiving repeated declarations that he
was seriously ill, that the request was
complied with. That request had been
backed up by a letter from Dr. Stockton.

Dr. Stockton said the chief commis-
sioner’s statement was perfectly correct.

Hon. Mr. Blair said Stockton had list-
ened in silence to the charge being made.

Hon. Mr. Ryan said the member for-
Westmorland had evidently got his in-
formation from the member for St. John.

Dr. Stockton —I gave him no informa-
tion and I did not know that it was the
Rockland bridge that Appleby tendered
for.

Hon. Mr. Ryan read Dr. Stockton’s let-
ter and said it showed that he then knew
Appleby was a tenderer for the Rockland
bridge and appealed strongly for the
money to be returned. He had also seunt
a statutory declaration which Mr. Ryan
read to the house. Simmons and Burpee
being the next lowest tenderer, the offer
was made to them, their figure being not
$2,000 higher;, but $1,300 above the Ap-
gleby tender. In regard to Cocagne bridge
it had been said that some workmen were
getting $4 or $5 aday. That wasnot true.
He would advise the Hon. member for
Westmorland (Melanson) to be more care-
ful before making such unfounded state-
ments.

Mr. Melanson —I am informed that you
have no vouchers for those expenditures.

Hon Mr. Ryan — That is where you are
wrong. We have all the vouchers. It
was possible that whole families engaged
in hauling stone might have made $4 or
$5 a day collectively. He would deal
with the Nelson bridge matter at length
later; he would now simply say that he
had Jischarged his duty and when the
award was made it was not his fault.

Mr. McQueen said Mr. Hanington’s rep-
utation for veracity was such, that his
statements would not be believed in West-
morland and it was significant that his
references to the Rockland bridge had
been entirely repudiated by his lieuten-
ant (Dr. (Stockton). Ifthe finances would
allow it, he would like provision to be
made to have the French members re-
ported in their own language and trans-
lated for the press. While he did not
propose to go into the discussion of the
race and religion question, he would not
forbear from saying that there were some
few among the protestant people who
were doing more to excite religious pre-
judicies than Hon. Mr. Labillois against
whom that charge had been made.

Mr. Phinney though sitting in the
house as such was not the real representa-
tive of the people of Kent and could not
honorably sit here after his “ open letter”
to the people of Kent. The leader of the
opposition objected to the expenditures
for public works; yet last year he was urg-
ing the government to increase the rail-
way subsidies. The government forces
were proud of their leader, whereas be-
tween the opposition and their leader no
feeling existed save mutual disgust.

Hon. Mr. T'weedie said that the oppoi-
tion had complained that the government
members had not replied as promptly as
they should to their speeches. The reason
of that, he could assure them, was that
the government members were anxiously
waiting for the opposition to say some-
thing worth - replying to. While the
opposition did not hesitate to make
charges against the government, they
failed to formulate any definite charge.
They dealt in insinuations, going around
the streets gathering gossip here and there,
and then indulging in mud-throwing in
large quantities in the hope that some of
the material would stick.. Regarding the
Kent election, Hon. Mr. Labillois had

given an explanation which he believed

would be satisfactory to every right-think-
ing man in the house. The lieutenant
of the opposition (Stockton) had con-
gratulated the newly elected member for
Kent (Legere) upon being a member of
this house, while, at the same time, he
stated that he had done nothing to assist
him to get here. The latter hon. gentle-
man had this satjsfaction—if the lieuten-
ant of the opposition had not done any-
thing to assist in his election, he had
certainly not aided the opposition candi-
date very much. While the explanation
of hon. Mr. Labillois regarding the Kent
election does not seem to satisfy the hon.
member for Kent (Mr. Phinney), who
poses as a purist, he could tell the house
and country that Mr. Phinney was the
most unfair man that could be met in an
election campaign and who would scruple
at no unfair means to attain his end. He
seeks to get over the difficulty regarding
his open letter to the people of Kent by
stating that he had no intention to resign
his seat, bnt he (Tweedie) could assure
the house that Mr. Phinney was not
stating the case correctly. He not only
sent his circular throughout the country
stating that “this was his election,” that
he was personally interested, but he had
informed him (Tweedie) that if Gogain
was defeated hie would resign. After the
election had resulted disastrously-for him,
Mr. Phinney felt that he should leave the
county of Kent; he packed his satchel,
gathered up the remaining copies of his
manifesto and left for York. He was like
Lot leaving the city of Sodom, only Lot
got away from Sodom a little faster than
the hon. gentleman got away from
Richibucto. Lot started to walk; the
hon. gentleman went by the Kent North-
ern. (Laughter).

"Hon. Mr. Tweedie continued, making
humorous references to the opposition and
defending the mining act of last year.

Mr. Wilson said that the honorable

member for Northumberland when he
moved the reply to the address with
which the Lieutenant Governor had
opened this session of the legislature,
referred to the removals which time had
made in the ranks of the members since
he had the honor of a seat as a representa-
tive and after listening to the speeches of
the members of the opposition, he had
come to the conclusion that there was
another thing that time had accomplished
and that was to ,intensify the admira-
tion which they entertained for this
method of attack upon the policy of the
government, It had not varied in seven
years. They have not even given us
new language as a clothing for old ideas.
The house hasheard year after year about
the delay of placing the reports upon the
table,—about the Balcom draft,—Leary
telegram, — Leary investigation ad nau-
sium.
If hon. members had expected new
ideas from the members of the opposition
in dealing with the public questions they
must now be satisfied, that they are
disappointed. A complaint has been
made that reference ought not to be made
to the policy of the old administration.
It is difficult to see how we can judge of
the merits of the respective governments
without an examination of the poligy of
each,and such an examination has induced
me to support the policy of the present
government as ome superior in every
respect to that of the previous one. The
tact that there is a deficit of $60,000 in the
operations of the year if attributable to
mismanagement as charged by the leader
of the opposition would be serious, but
when attributable to circumstances over
which the government had no control,
it is not a cause for condemnation.

Deficits have occurred in the operations
of previous years under the old adminis-
tration which did not cause any alarm.

In 1878 the government over expended
$55,000 in 1881, in 1879, $89,000, $27,000
in 1882,$32,500 and in 1883 $321,000. Dur-
ing those years the government had sold
$50,000 of crown lands for the purpose of
squaring the accounts but to no purpose.
This the present government has not
done.

We are asked to say in the reply to the
speech that we will consider any measure
submitted by the government for the pur-
pose of developing new sources of revenue
from which hitherto nothing has been
received,and to enter upon such considera-
tions we are told by the leader
of the opposition is to commit ourselves
to direct taxation. Nothing could be
more absurd. Such a proposition is un-
worthy of the leader of a party. We are
here for the purpose of considering ques-
tions of public policy and if we are not
qualified for the work we had better give
place to better men.

Every speech frora the throne since
this province had a provincial identity
states that certain reasures will be sub-
mitted for the consideration of the legisla-
ture and it is the first time in the history
of the province that the representatives
of the people have been told that it is
dangerous so to do.

The facts must be recognized that if the
government are to meet the requirements
of the great public services and keep the
expenditure within the income,the sources
of revenue must be augmented. It was
recognized by the several members of the
now opposition when they supported the
Quebec resolutions.

The hon. member from the city of St.
John (Dr. Alward) declared that the great
public services required an increase of
revenue as did the hon. member for Car-
leton (Dr. Atkinson) and the hon. member
for Kent (Mr. Phinney).

These hon. gentleman then supported
the government and could see nothing
wrong in its policy, but now when the
government is endeavoring to do the very
thing that they said then ought to be
done, they oppose it for party purposes.

The hon. member for the city of Saint
John informs us that the government in
the forming of this address are following
in the foot steps of Count Mercier. This
is about on a par with what we were
told by the leader of the opposition when
the Quebec resolutions were before the
house. Thatthe letter which Sec. Seward
wrote to the President, 1863, was what
led to the holding of the Quebec conference
in Canada in 1888. There is nothing like
a vivid imagination and it is the one
thing of which the members of the opposi-
tion can boast.

The charge is made that the government
is responsible for the railway debt of the
province. Nothing is fonrther from the
truth. :

The railway policy of the government
has met the approval of the whole house,
and at no time since this government has
been in power has the opposition attempt-
ed to divide it upon any resolution, which
was submitted for the purpose of giving
aid for the construction of railways.

The leader of the opposition declared
when the railway bill was submitted dur-
ing the session of 1891, that it did not go
far enough, and while his followers whin-
ed®ecause it was not left to them to in-

troduce, they fell into line and supported

the measure, but now for a purpose they
seek to cast insinuations which they have
the responsibility upon the government.

The fact is, the people’s representatives
are responsible for the railway debt of the
province and ought to be willing like inen
to take the responsibility and ought to
have moral courage to enter upon the con-
sideration of any question submitted to
us. I see nothing objectionable in the
section of the address and shall vote for
its passage.

The campaign in Kent had been dis-
gusting and all sorts of untrue statements
had been made, but the people of Kent
had shut off the opposition conclusively
by the return of a government supporter.

Hon. Mr. Blair introduced a bill declar-
ing the rights of the crown as represented
by the government of the province in
certain public lands and property.

Mr. Burchill gave notice of motion, as

follows :—

Resolved, that it is the opinion of this

house that a legislative union of the
provinces of New Brunswick, Nova Scotia
and Prince Edward Island is desirable
and would be in the public interests.
On motion it was resolved that a com-
mittee be appointed to consider the best
method of local expenditure of bye-road
grants.
