The Federal Gov-
ernment has not yet decided
as to the extent or character
of the aid to be given the
Provincial Governments for
improvement of the highways
There is a movement on foot
at the present time to secure
the construction of a highway
extending from ocean to
ocean.  The ideais a mag
nigceut one, but like all other
ideas of such a sweeping char
acter will probably have to
wait for a long period before
it becomes a practical issue, as
a considerable portion of such
a road would be through an
uninhabited country. Of course
in constructing highways in
the different Piovinces this
great project might be kept
in mind, and the roads built
to give the best accommoda-
tion to the people could after
wards be linked together and
eventually form an ocean-to-
ocean highway.

Ottawa, Feb. 22—The day has
been spent on the tariff commis-
sion the Liberals keeping up a
steady fire of objections.
