HIGHLAND AND. AGRICULTURAL
SOCIETY'S SHOW AT GLASGOW,

Another of these monster Agricultoral
Meetingn, aftera lapse of two years hws
sgain taken place, under the auspices of
this Society at Glasgow. The show’yard
was opened for the reception of implements
on Tuesday. and on Wednesday mnrning,
at seven o'clock, the trial of the implements
selected by the judges. for ‘that purpuse
took plaiie wm the farm of Barrowfield. The
expesiments were concluded .abont eleveg
o'clock, and an - adjournment  to the show-
yard took place immediately.

The exhibition of dairy produce was per-
hape the largest that has yet occurred since
the institation of the Society. There were
competitors from the warious districts of
the shires of Lanark, Renfrewshire, Dum«
bartonshire, Linlithgow, Argyll, the Loth-
ians, Perth &c.; the rich green slopes
and plajns, and the valleys of which show~
ed their printe in wholesome, well-made
butter, and tasteful chease. To be sure,
there were samples of butter unwortby of
mark ; but where there were 80 many com-

titors as 346, one could not expect excel-
ont of quality in all. In the opinien of
thoge competent to judge, cheese made
from sweet milk daring the year was gene-
rally excellent, as also the most of those
made from skimmed milk during the same
year, and sny known deacription of Eoglish
cheese, such as Wilton, Nerth Wiltshire,
Che-bire, and Gloucester. Throughout the

THE RIGHTS OF TENANTS IN THE
LAND THEY CULTIVATE.

The miseries of I'cland v ider the oppressions
of her landed aristoeracy have of late y-ars reach-
ed the extreme limit beyon | which in al! similar
cases reaction takes place. The starving mill-
ions whose sufferings have mainly been created
by the grinding oppression of the landlorde have
fallen @8 an incubus upon their estates in the
shape of poor rates, rendering them in many pla-
ces of little or no value. To meet this alarming
state of thinge it is probable that the suggestions
made by the friends of the oppressed. in order to
reduce the amount of pauperiem first by an equi-
table fixed rent of the land, and secondly by an
acknowledgment of the interest of the former in
the proceeds of his labor, may be received and
acted upon by the landed proprietors as a means
of relief. The Tenant Right movement fs ad-
mitted by Duffy, and the exiled Patriots of Ire-
land, Meagher, and others, to be the means they
should have employed in 1848 to redress the
wrongs of their country rather than physical re-
sistance to government. The late conference
upon this subject in Dublin, which wae attended
by men of every shade of opinion, religiane and
political, and which bids fair to create a peaceful
reyolution in that country, laid down the follow-
ing principles as essentially necessary 1o be em-
bodied in any Bill for the relief of the suffering
teoantry 't \

First—that ‘‘a fair valoation of the land, as
fixing the amount of rent, is indispensable.”—
sfropﬂy. that *‘the tenunt be considered ae o~
care in possession: so long as he pays the equit-
able rent;’* and thirdly, tha *‘the tenant have a
right to sell his interest in his farm to tae highest
bidder."”
