OTTAWA, March 4.—The great So­
cial Service Congress of Canada was. 
thrilled this afternoon by a Woman, 
aq not even the speeches of the lead­
ers of Canada’s natipnal lite and the 
thoughts and eloquence of the emin­
ent speakers who preceded her. at 
the previous sessions, succeeded in 
doing. It was during the considera­
tion of commercialised vice and tire 
white slave traffic,

The speaker, who for a quarter of 
an hour made the big audience of 
men sit astounded, Women and girls 
frequently break into exclamations 
and tears, was Miss Marie Christine 
iRatte, of Toronto, general supervisor 
■of redemptive work for girls in the 
Presbyterian Church. Garbed in the 
quiet dai-k blue uniform indicative of 
her calling, she was an unfamiliar 
figure to perhaps the great -majority 
of the crowd, but when she sat down 
after telling her thrilling human in 
terest Story, she was greeted with 
deafening applause, and all eyes were 
on the reserved little woman who had 
delivered such a big message.

Had tmp.vaoive Silence
With à distinctly French accent, 

and sometimes in her emotion forced 
to stop to recall her English, she 
commanded an impressive silence. It 
was not her eloquence hut the appeal 
of a woman whose soul went out to 
the scarlet sisterhood, that got the 

•attention.
"Tender the shadow of the towers of 

parliament-in your beautiful City of 
Ottawa,” she said, “I went out after 
taking up my Work and ih a house 
found eighteen girls, the youngest six­
teen. Next door I found five in a 
house, i tried to talk to them, ,to 
find out about them, but they told 
me they were not supposed to talk, 
and although I did fihd out, I was 
warned not to say anything, but I did 
say something.

In British Columbia
“I went out to British Columbia, 

and in places supposed to be hotels. 
I found girls and women. Their 
names were worked in glittering brass 
on the steps and there were few win­
dows in the place. I then went into 
the grand mountains of which Canadi-, 
ans are so proud, and found red light 
districts.

“I took a child of ten years by the 
hand and asked her what she aimed 
to be when she grew up. She said 
she wanted to be a school teacher, 
hut as it was so awfully hard to do 
so she thought she would like to be
one of the vu------- living in those
houses. She told me it was so easy 
to become one and have your name 
changed. She longed for their beau­
tiful dresses and automobile rides 
every day.

À Canadian Girl’s Ideal
“That was the ideal of a «Canadian 

girl of ten years. A gin of the future 
under the great Union 6ack and in 
this wonderful land of the maple leaf.

, “I visited the prisons and penitenti­
aries and found there youths and 
young girls who might have been fine 
citizens but who despaired of the 
future.

“Many point jvith pride to our gold 
which is buried in the mountains and 
money is given to protect natural re­
sources, but what is given to protect 
the young Scotch girl who comes to 
our shores?

“I would suggest that no young girl 
be brought to Canada without proper 
protection. There is a law for those 
girls who are seduced, but there is 
no law to protect those domestic ser­
vants who are wronged. They have 
no protection against their employers, 
who are sometimes brutes.

Must Save the Girls
“Oh, I think of this land which has 

been called good enough to be God’s 
kingdom. I have stopped in the 
West and handled earth powdered 
with gold. But we want to save our 
girls as well as riches, and save them 
for the homes of Canada.

“I feel sorry when I go into houses 
that there is no redemption for the 
inmates, but my heart goes out to 
them and I say: T want and I will 
get them.’ In the last five years I 
have had the pleasure of taking five 
hundred of these girls and women, in 
my arms with that feeling of a Wo­
man.

“You tell me you are Christians. 
Have you seen Christ more man than 
when He said to the woman: ‘Go and 
sin no more’ ?

Presbyterian Work
“The Presbyterian Church has 

opened nine homes recently. We treat 
three classes in these, including the 
fesble-minded, but we hope soon to 
have homes for the feeble-minded. 
Then there is the class of girls not 
so far gone.

“I wish I could take you into those 
homes.' In the Winnipeg Rescue 
Home there is a mother of thirteen 
years ; in others mothers of fifteen, 
sixteen years and up. Have you ever 
thought what the world means to 
those women abandoned by men?”

Toronto, Out., March 6,—Messrs. 
Laidlaw and company, New York 
'brokers, received this morning a 
oaJble message -which was transmitted 
to Toronto over a private wire. It 
has caused considerable interest in fi­
nancial circles.

“London, March 6.—It has just be­
come known that an exceptional step 
has this week been taken by the di­
rectors of the Bank of England in 
connection with the threatening 
trouble in Ireland over home rule. 
Following the usual mid-week meet­
ing of the directors of the Bank of 
England, the governor of the bank 
addressed Lloyd George, chancellor 
of the exchequer, warning him that 
the directors of the Bank ,.f England 
were convinced that any civil uphea­
val in Ireland would seriously hurt 
British finance. Action of this na­
ture on the part of Bank of England 
directors was said to be unprecedent­
ed."

LondonTMarch 6.—It is understood 
that at the meeting of the Britÿh 
cabinet Wednesday the plan previous­
ly favored by Premier Asquith and 
Sir Edward Grey, under which the 
prpvfnce of Ulster was to be offered 
a sort of home rule within home 
rule, was abandoned in favor of a 
temporary scheme of local option. It 
is now proposed, according to reports 
from government circles, to allow any 
Irish county by a plebiscite to vote 
itself out of the operation of the 
home rule bill for a period of three 
years. -» „

The Irish. Nationalists were reluct­
ant to acquiesce in the local option 
plan and they have, only accepted it 
subject to endorsement by their con­
vention which will be summoned to 
meet in Dublin after Premier As­
quith has —-'de his announcement in 
the house of commons on Monday, 
when the bill comes up for second 
reading.

First Carloads of
OTTAWA, March 4.—That public 

opinion in Capada is not yet ripe for 
the introduction of a system of old 
age pensions was the declaration made 
in the Commons today by Hon. W. T. 
White, minister of finance.

The declaration followed a debate 
on a resolution introduced by George 
Kite (Richmond, N.S.), advocating the 
establishment of a federal old age 
pension system. Mr. White said that 
while his disposition was to favor any 
proposal which would result in -the 
amelioration of the condition of old 
and indigent, he was not satisfied that 
the force of opinion back of thé pro­
posal was sufficient to warrant gov­
ernment action at the present time. He 
pointe* to the fact that the intro­
duction of old age pension system in 
Great ^Britain had been preceded by 
many years ’of agitation and was 
backed by a very decided public opin­
ion.

The motion of Mr. Kite received 
the support of Mr. Burnham, Mr. 
Carroll (Cape Breton), Mr. MacDon­
ald (Pictou), and Hon. Mr. Graham. 
They all quoted from the evidence 
given before the committee and were 
unanimous in expressing the view 
that the t^me is at hand when federal 
aid to the aged should be entered 
upon by the federal government.
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English Sneaking May 
Is Wanted in Mod

Ten Thousand Dollar Job 
Going a-Begging in 

Montreal

MONTREAL, March 6.—“Wanted” 
—-an English-speaking candidate for 
the mayoralty—sums up the present 
situation’ in the municipal field in 
Montreal, where a ten thousand dol­
lars a year job is going begging and 
the elections are barely four weeks 
off.

An unwritten law says that It is 
the turn of the English citizens to 
find a candidate but this they seem 
utterly unable to do. The honor has 
been practically offered to a score or 
more of the leading men, but to a 
man they have declared their un­
willingness.

Major G. W. Stephens rushed back 
from Europe, only to find that he 
might be disqualified on a residen­
tial technicality it he ran. Huntley 
Drummond, R. C- Smith, K.C. ; C. C. 
Ballantyne and others equally well 
known, have declined.

Two citizens’ committees with Sir 
Thomas Shaughnessy -nd Senator 
Dandurand at the head of one ad­
mitted they have fallen d“wn in their 
efforts to get the consent of a suitable 
candidate.

Meanwhile Mederic Martin, M.P 
one of the ‘.‘23” aldermen censured 
some years ago in the findings of a 
royal commission on graft at the city 
hall sits back and smiles. He is the 
only aspirant for the $111,000 job who 
has definitely made up his mind.

Dismissals in Inland Revenue De­
partment Are Again Discussed 
—Minister Maintains Dismiss­
ed Officers Were Partisan.

OTTAWA, March 5.—Inland rev­
enue estimates were under consider­
ation in the house today, with the re­
sult that much of the discussion was 
in French. Hon. W. B. Nantel was 
most persistently questioned in regard 
to the affairs of his department, more 
particularly dismissals, by Quebec 
members of opposition. They charged 
that the minister in many instances 
had discharged employees without in­
quiry and without good reasons. Mr. 
Nantel maintained that in every in­
stance the dismissed employees had 
been guilty of political partisanship.

Early in the day there was a brief 
debate in which the only participants 
were the two leaders.- Sir Wilfrid 
moved a resolution declaring that the 
same rules which governed the 
speaker of the house in regard to 
non-participation in politics, should 

1 apply to the deputy speaker. He com­
plained that Deputy Speaker Blondin 
bâd taken part in the Chateauguay 
by-election. j

Premier JBorden doubted the wis­
dom of liaVlng a definite rule, but 
recognized the desirability insofar as 
possible, of a deputy speaker refrain­
ing from participation in political 
matters. He said that deputy speak­
ers under the late government had not 
been 'free from fault In this regard. 
Mr. Borden asked the opposition 
leader to withdraw his motion, pro­
mising that the matter could be con­
sidered when the rules of the house 
are again revised.
' This was agreeable to Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier who promptly acceded to the 
request, and the house proceeded with 
the consideration of other business.

Ottawa, .March 6.—The agricultural 
committee came to the conclusion this 
morning that a considerable amount 
of money was being expended by the 
country and a great deal of trouble 
taken by the various branches of the 
Department of Agriculture in the pre- 
p ration of pamphlets, etc., for the 
benefit of Canadian farmers, which 
never reached these farmers. An 
official of the department informed 
the committee that there was a dearth 
of applications from rural constituen­
cies for the department’s correspon­
dence course in agricultural educa­
tion.

The members of the committee 
were of the opinion that this was an 
important matter and that the litera­
ture prepared and paid for at the 
country's expense should find its way 
to gVery farmer of the Dominion. 
There were certain members who 
stated- that they sanq^to it that every 
one of their constituents were placed 
on the government’s mailing list. 
There were others who had to admit 
that they were not taking this course.

A committee was -named consisting 
of Dr. Mallery, representing the West; 
A. W. Wright, M.P. for Muskoka, re­
presenting Ontario, and James Morris, 
M.P., for Chateauguay, representing 
Que'bec, to confer with the depart­
ment as to the best way of extending 
the correspondence course throughout 
the Dominion.
