The Great Western Railway and the
Government.

The Ottaws ocorrespondent of the
Hamilton T¥mes says: ** It is decided
that the Great Western Railway Com-
poany is to be heard by counsel before
the Privy Council, on the subject of
the indebted of the Company to
the Government.

Ac-
cording to their view, the better man-
agement of the Great Western is what
is to preclude its being treated as the
others were. Had there been just a
sufficient amount of jobbery and ex-
travagance in connection with the Gt.
Western, it might then have stood on
a par with the Grand Trunk, and been
entitled to relief. Surely the only

Capt. Fortia’s
proposal is eminently patriotic,
Prorosed UNioN oF THE WEs-

LAND.—A discussion took place in
the late Convocation at New York,
which will no doubt excite much at-
tention. Archdeacon Hamilton mov-
ed the appointment of & ittee to
open negotiations with the Wesleyan
C‘:Jenference upon “‘the possibility of a
thorough reunion between the Wes-
leyan community and the Church of
England.”

Eventually the motion
was withdrawn, and an amendment
moved by the ﬁishop of Ripon, was
adopted with only one dissentient.
The effect of the amendment is that
the Convocation would “cordially wel-
come any practiacl attempt to effect a

well-managed Railway in Canada— |
the only one of our railways that has |
been even moderately successful—de- |
serves better encouragement than this |
were it only for the sake of the good

example skown. The portentoussum |
total reached by the figuring up of in- |
terest for many years back may be '
technically right, but, morally, the de- ‘
mand for payment of this seems to|
shook all sense of justice. There must ;
be a limit to the piling up of arrear-|
ages, else the settlement of great na- |
tional or financial questions would be
an impossibility. Let technical points
be urged as they may, the public judg-
ment must be that the postponement
of the Government claim has amount-
ed to a virtual admission that it should
not be exacted. This argument from
the fact must carry with it more weight
of conviction to the popular mind than
all the arguments de jure that can be
urged.”
