The pillara were set up first
and the linen suspended from them ; so
principle precedas practice, and if a man
has strong, sound principles of honesiy,
he can’t steal. e tops of the pillars
were coveréd ‘with silver, about 11 feet
above the ground. FEach of the 48
boards of the tabernacle stood in two
blocks of silver ; esch board was set in
the redemption money of 40,000 men.
