Clark pitched both morning and after­
noon, and deserves (the greatest praise 
for his trying work.

MORNING GAME.
No lover of baseball could complain 

Of the play >ut up by both teams in 
yesterday’s morning game between 
the Alerts and the Athletic Club of 
Detroit. It was neat, quick and clever. 
Brilliant plays abounded on many oc­
casions. The pitchers were supported 
In a manner that encouraged them to 
keep up their speed and aided them in 
their ambition to put the batsmen to 
grief. The two errors made by the 
Alerts did not prove costly, while 
those of the D. A. C. helped the 
Alerts score the run in the fourth in­
ning. To an observer the American 
club seemed the most confident on 
the opening of the game. They have 
lots of life in their playing. One of 
the moet noticeable features is the 
excellent manner in which they back 
up one another. Their coaching Is 
good. In base-running they could do 
nothing. Snyder’s clever throwing 
made every baseman wilt in trying to 
steal second. Frank’s quick eye also 
nailed a couple on first. As the game 
progressed and they made no head­
way with Clark, they no doubt re­
alized that the Alerts had Improved 
wonderfully since the 24th of May, 
when the last game was played be­
tween them, which the Alerts won. 
Clark had speed and good control, 
and up to the fifth not one foot had 
crushed the sawdust on a base past 
the first one. When the third player 
was retired in this inning, the third 
and second bases were occupied, both 
men reaching these bases without a 
hit. A base on bails, a stolen base, 
and an error of Clark’s was the cause.

The crowd by this time was very 
boisterous. Every good play was 
given Its usual complement of cheers. 
The Detroiters’ faces assumed a de­
termined look, and in the sixth they 
almost reached the coveted home 
plate. Dingwall turned Clark into a 
•pinning wheel by hitting him on the 
ankle with a line drive, and it took 
him ten minutes to get into his usual 
position In the box. Ducharme forced 
out Dingwall. Vaughn, the catcher, 
who had previously placed two long 
drives to the field safely, came in with 
another. Two were on bases when the 
side went out. Something like a ci­
pher began to show up for the Dé­
troits’ score by this time. Every team 
has a lucky seventh sometime. The 
Détroits had it on this occasion. After 
two players were easily disposed of, 
Codd placed a beauty in right. Chit­
tenden banged a lly to short left 
field. Both Humphrey and Strowger 
put after it. Neglect in calling out 
whose ball it was caused, both to al­
low it to drop. It was plainly the left 
fielder’s catch, who would probably 
have caught it, as he had caught two 
most difficult flies in the first and 
third. Dingwall then sent the two 
base-runners across the plate by a 
single to center. Only six men faced 
Clark In the last two innings. Sippi’s 
clean playing in the eighth, with two 
assists arël one Put out- pleased the 
crowd. Clark, Sippl and Wood had a 
double play in the ninth.

Up to the fourth it looked as if the 
pitchers were trying to rival one an­
other on base hits. Dr. Wood had se­
cured the only hit. Delaney opened 
the fourth by driving a grounder at 
Chittenden. The shortstop’s legs were 
wide apart, and the ball skipped 
through them to the field. Delaney 
turned second, and but for Dingwall’s 
wild throw to third he would have 
been put out. Sippi placed one at 
Ducharme. Delaney scored, and Sip­
pl got first on a fumble by the first 
baseman. Delaney’s two-bagger and 
"Sippl's single to left scored the second 
run In the sixth. With the score a tie 
in the eighth, Strowger made a three- 
bagger to the right field track. Our 
usually clever base-runner could have 
-cached the plate, as the ball was 
badly fielded to the third baseman. 
Two men were out at the time, and 
Strowger was left.

It was a restless audience when the 
Alerts came in for their ninth inning. 
Sippl caused many a throat to. go 
4*7 by continuous yelling.after he had

placed a safe hit Into center field. Not 
a spectator was quiet when Sippl stole 
second. On the go down Snyder bunt­
ed the ball safely along the third base 
line, and Sippi continued to the third 
bag. It was a beautiful judgment of 
base-running and eventually won the 
game, as Sippl scored on Mertsch’s 
grounder to Chittenden, ending the 
game.

AQUATIC.
CAUDAUR WON.

Putney, England,Sept. 8.—Jake (?au- 
daur, of Toronto, won the rowing 
championship of the world and $2 500 
yesterday in addition "to the sports­
man's cup, defeating James Stanbury 
°UA“,Stralia’ who recently defeated 

\Vag Harding for the championship 
of the world. The course was the 
usual championship course, four miles 
straight away, from Putney to Mort- 
lake.

Both men were in excellent physical 
condition, After twelve false starts, 
both men took the water together! 
Stanbury had a slight lead at Caven- 
sleps; but soon afterwards Gaudaur 
pulled up, took the lead, and main­
tained it to the Crab Tree, where a 
foul occurred. Stanbury thereupon 
stopped and appealed to the referee. 
The latter, however, would not allow 
the foul, and Gaudaur finished twenty 
lengths ahead, in 23:01.

"Jake” Gaudaur has held the profes­
sional championship of America since 
1893. and twice before (1886 and 1887) 
he held the same honors. Gaudaur 
and Stanbury’ last met at the" Ausitin, 
T»xas. regatta in 1893; but Stanbury 
was not in good form. Since that 
time Gaudaur has defeated Edward 
Hanlan, George Bubear, Rogers, Hack- 
ett. and other professionals. At the 
Halifax regatta, he also stroked the 
“Four" which beat Bubear’s English 
combination. In 1883 he had to suc­
cumb to Hanlan and Ross. In 1886, 
Gaudaur rowed Beach, the Australian!

for the championship, from Putney to 
Mortlake. Stanbury won the Austral­
ian championship in 188â, when he de­
feated John McLean, on the Paramat­
ta River.
