DONOVAN, DERBY
WINNER, IS DEAD

Famous Stallion Ran Head-
{jlong Into a Tree—A Heavy
Winner in Races.

Details from England regarding the
death of the great Donovan a few days
ago show that he ran at full speed against
a tree, fracturing his skull and causing
concussion of the brain. Despite these
injuries the horse lived for 24 hours, when
he was destroyed. He was studding at
the Worksop Manor Stud. Donevan was
bred in 1886, his sire being Galopin and
his dam Mowerina, a mare foaled in
Denmark. His turf career covered only
two seasons, but in that time he won 18
of the 21 races in which he started, 11 of
them being as a 2-year-old. In his first
year Donovan won $82,435.

As a 3-year-old he topk very high rank,
opening with the Prince of Wales’ stakes
at leicester, at that time worth no less
than $35.000. In the Two Thousand Guin-
eas, backed against the field at 8 to 20,
Donovan’s colors were unexpectedly low-
ered by Enthusiast, the outsider of the
eleven starters, at 2 to 1. From this
Donovan’'s progress was one unbroken
triumph, he winning his half a dozen
races, which were the Newmarket stakes,
the Derby, the Princes of Wuales’ stakes
at Ascot. the St. Leger, the Lancashire
plate at Manchestersand the Royal stakes
at Newmarket. In his second and last
season Donovan’s total winnings amount-
ed to $193,330, and his aggregate for the
two years reached $275,765, or only $1,150
less than Isinglass, whose grand total,
with four seasons O racing, was there-
by much discounted: At the stud Dono-
van can scarcely be said to have achiev-
ed success, as, excepting Velasquez, he
conld not claim to-be the sire of any
racehorse of note. His foals of last year
number 15, while Velasquez is credited
with two more. \
In America Donovan’s best and per-
haps his only representative is the erratie
mare Lux Casta, out ‘of Lucasta, which is
far from being firgt-cliss, although at
times shé has shown great speed. .

CONTRAST BETWEEN
RUSSIA AND JAPAN

One Year of War Has Effected
Striking Changes in Both
Countries.

London, Feb. 27. — The naval critic
of the Daily Telegraph, reviewing the
war in the far east this week, says:
“In one short year the world has wit.
nessed the crash of Russia's vaulting
ambitions in the far east. These
were m¥de manitest in the possession
of Port Arthur and Dalny—the model
fortress and model port of commerce.
The railway ran thither, all the way
from Moscow, the shining rails stand-
ing ' for millions of treasure, thous-
ands of lives, and the eventual dom-
ination of Kast Asia. The dream has
vanished, the great ideal—and there
was an ideal, despite the monstrous
superstructure and chincanery — has
left nothing but disillusionment be-
hind. Japan is now where Russia was
L year ago; but securely based on sea
power, and in a position which looks—
and we helieve is—absolutely unassail-
itble. Nor is that all. Just as remark-
able as the overthrow of Russia's
pride on land and sea, and the glory
of Japan’s naval and military achieve-
ments, is the contrast between the
political condition of the two nations
ay resulting from the war. In Japan
this mighty struggle, recognized by
statesmen and people allke to be =a
struggle for national existence, has
drawn all classes together, welding
them into one compact whole, and
rajsing their loyalty to Mikade and
country to the white heat of enthus-
iustic devotion. 'There is now no op-
position in Japan. War taxes are voted
without debate by unanimous Houses.
"T'he manhood of the nation steps for-
ward at the call of duty. Not vieari-
ously, but in person—without a mur-
mur. There is no waililng over loses,
no carping criticism of generals or
admirals. Japan's proud, seif-reliant
attitude during this prolonged crisis
may well serve as a model for the
western world.

“It seems almost brutal to draw the
companion picture, for it is one in
which all the colors are somber and
dismal. The war was detested in Rus-
sia from the outset; it is detested the
mere now that nothing but disaster is
its outcome. The soldiers go east re-
luctantly, without enthusiasm, and
almost without hobpe. The reservist
regards his summons as a. eall to cer~
tain death or disablement. All the
seething discontent — partly social,
partly industrial, partly political
which has been simmering undev-
ground in Russia, has broken out un-
der the disintegrating influence of
national chaos, a pitiful welter of
blind elemental forces, with a Govern-
ment which cannot wage .successful
war, and yet dare not make peace.
The best we can hope for is that the
utter hopelessness of contending suc-
cessfully, in the face of such stup-n-
dous physical difficulties, .with an
enemy like Japan, may ke borne in
upon the rulers of Russia, while no
