Chicago, Dec. 5. — News that the 
Washington Park Jockey Club of Chi­
cago will pass out of existence shortly 
has been received from a source that 
cannot be gainsaid. One of the most 
prominent members of the club stated 
yesterday to a representative of the 
World that the club, not only as a rac­
ing organization, but as a social club 
as well, would cease to exist after the 
annual meeting of the club, to be held 
some time this month,

Lawrence A. Young, the president of 
the club, as well as other prominent 
officials of the club, refused to be inter­
viewed on the subject, but there can be 
no doubt as to the truth of the report. 
In fact, the statement is made that ne­
gotiations by a real estate syndicate for 
the purchase of the club’s property,con­
sisting of eighty acres in a district of 
the city where land Is extremely valu­
able, are now on the verge of comple­
tion.

This news, coming from such an au­
thoritative source, will be received with 
regret by turfmen throughout the coun­
try,for the retirement of the club means 
(the Informant says) that those in au­
thority in the club are firmly of the 
opinion that racing in Chicago is dead 
for a number of years.

The Washington Park Club’s great­
est event since its inauguration has 
been the American Derby, which is one 
of the extremely few great American 
turf classics known to English turfmen. 
The efforts made by the club in 1893 
to encourage international racing are 
largely responsible for the fame of the

Sam Crane, the well-known New 
York baseball expert, has this to say 
about improving batting:

“Batting would be improved by 
moving the pitcher’s box nearer to the 
home plate.

“That does not seem reasonable, but 
It is a fact, nevertheless. I have been 
making experiments lately which have 
proved conclusively to me that a five- 
foot advance of the pitcher nearer to 
the batter will solve the problem of 
pitcher supremacy that magnates, 
players, and fans have so long tried 
to obviate.

“In the old days of the game, say 
around the early ‘80s, the pitcher’s box 
was only 45 feet away from the plate, 
and the pitcher was also allowed to 
turn his back to the batter and take as 
much of a run forward as the six-foot 
box space would allow. It was under 
these conditions that John Ward, 
Charley Radbourne, Jim Whitney, Tim 
Keefe, Mickey Welsh, John Clarkson, 
and other star twirlers of their day 
made their big reputations; but the 
batters of those days hit the ball just 
as hard as the batters of today, and 
harder — yes, and made safe hits 
oftener than the swatsmiths of today.

“The present distance from the pitch­
er’s box to the plate gives the batter 
too long a time to size up the curves, 
drops, and benders that are served up 
to him. He cannot snap at the ball 
with that quickness of sight or judg­
ment that a shorter pitching distance 
would allow. The ball, too, will go 
just as far and as swiftly when met 
fairly and true with a quick, snappy 
wrist movement as with a long swing. 
I think farther, for there were more 
home runs made in the old days than 
now, and there were no new shoes as 
an inducement, either.

“Take Anson, Brouthers, Kelly Wil­
liamson, Dalyrmple, Gore, Roger Con­
nor, Sam Thompson, Pete Browning, 
Hardy Richardson, and the other slug­
gers of long ago; why, the back fences 
were not far enough away for them; 
they were liable to break up a game at 
any stage—and with the pitcher only 
45 feet way.
