going to Sarnia and London, because the outside tenders were slightly 
lower than those submitted by the Toronto tenderers. He made an ef­
fective plea for the changing of contracts, with the result that London 
and Sarnia contracts were vetoed and the work given to Toronto con­
tractors. This required a two-thirds vote of the council.

London has not acted on this theory. It let a railway be built for 
the city, and it might fairly be said that no local contractors or work- 
men benefitted to the slightest degree, unless for the purchase of a few 
odd barrels of cement or kegs of spikes. London gave the contract to a 
foreign railway while men shivered and contractors went empty-handed 
for lack of work.
