The president’s Message in Transmit-
ting to Congress the Corre-
gpondence With Chili.

Loud Talk About the War Depart-
ment—What the American
Navy Cam Do.

chili Finally Withdraws the Offensive
Note and Professes Willing-
ness to: Arbitrate.

WasHINGTON, Jan. 25.—The ‘ President’s
message on Chilian matters was read in the
Senate, and ab its conclusion referred to the
Foreign Affairs Committee. . The Semate
then, out of respect for the late Judge
Bradley, adjourned until tomorrow.

Speaker Crisp presided in the House to-
day, and was the ‘recipient of many con-
gratalations. The President’s message on
Chilian matters was warmly applauded by
both sides. It was referred with the ac-
compenying documents on Chilian matters,
to the House Committee on Foreign affaics,

quotes the annual message and says - that
the time has come to lay the matter before
Congress. At the beginning ‘the President
says the true history of this period shows
that Minister Egan has borne himself with
dignity, discretion and courage, and has
conducted the correspondence with ability,
courtesy and fairness. In the matter of the
refugees at the legation the President says
the right of Minister Egan to give shelter
has not been denied by the authorities. The
