THE ALASKA BOUNDARY,

Referring to a dispatch from Washing-
ton to the effect that an agreement was
being  made between, the British and
United- States governments ‘for ‘& com-
mission to fix the 1418t méridian, which
forms the boundary between the Terri-
tory of Yukon and Alaska, a contempor-
ary says that the Americans will never
consent to accepting any boundary for
Southeastern Aldska” but one drawn
from the head -of  Portland Canal,
ten mariné ' leagues . from  the
cosst of the majnland. Tf it is
an open question under the treaty,
whether the ten leagnes are to be meas-
ured from the coast of the mainland or
the outermost rim of the Alaskan archi-
