The strike has settled zor .tne time
being at least 1mto a bargaining propo-
sition. Negotiations have been in prog-
ress all day and will continue through
tomorrow. The result tonight is that
the company has preseited an answer
to the last proposition of the men which
make some coucessions in the matter of
routing cars, but does not grant any-
where near what the men have been de-
manding. The last conference of to-
day terminated at six o’clock and the
union officials left the room with dis-
pleasure on their faces and evidently
not in the best of humor. They went
at once to the office of Attorney Pren-
tiss, one of their advisers to formulate a
repiy to the answer of thecompany. This
will be submitted tomorrow and the
company will make another reply.
