Water—Raliroads Injured and Travel

Corrus Citnists, Tex., Sept. 8.—The
damsge by rains and high water in the sur-
rounding country is much greater than was

suppozed, all croeks west, which have been
dry the entire summer, suddenly becoming
raglng streams, twenty to fifty feet deep,
and spreading across the country washing
