Dr. Cassidy s-iid the first thing for the 
board to do was to educate the public that 
ttie frozen sewage was deleterious and then 
a bylaw would Follow as a. matiar of course.

They bad visited the waterworks at Chatham 
and bad found that one. artesian well, 13 
iuchesfiti diameter, was supplyingjialf a mil­
lion gallons per day.

The town of Arnprior was proposing to 
draw its water supply from the Madawasku, 
but the coiflmitt. e had recommended that 
thèy first try the artesian wells.

The 
company who propose putting iti the works 
intend to filter tho water to fit it for domes­
tic purposes.

The board gave its official sanction to all 
the proposed waterworks except Lindsay’s.

Cattle Disease.
It was resolved that, as tuberculosis is be­

lieved to exist among tho herds of cattle, and 
especially among those of dairies supplying 
inHk for city consumption, the board would 
caliche attention of the Minister ot Agri­
culture to tno desirability of beginning a 
systematic enquiry into the prevalence of the 
disease.

BALFOUR ON IRISH QUE8TION.

The First Lord of the Treasury Addresses 
the Constitutional Club.

London, Feb. 17.—The Constitutional 
Club gave a banquet to-night in honor of 
Mr. Arthur J. Balfour, First Lord of th# 
Treasury.

Mr. Balfour, in a speech, said that be­
sides their inability to define their Irish 
poliev the Gladstonians were in a dilemma.

They bad made one set of promises to the 
English electors and another to the Irish 
electors. The question was: Who would 
bb elected ? Who would be the dupes? 
He believed that the general election would 
show that the patience of the English elec­
tors had been exhausted. If the Home Rule 
bill was carried the Irish members 
would be so many soldiers of 
fortune supporting any government willing 
to extend the already undue limits granted 
by the bill to an Irish Parliament The 
Gladstonians brought no pressure upon the 
Government to dissolve Parliament. In fact 
they dreaded nothing more than a return 
to power with a majority dependent on the 
Irish party.

/The public accounts of the province were 
distributed to the members and to the press 
yesterday. They show that the expenditure 
for the year amounted to $4,183,&Ü. 07. This 
exceeds the amount estimated byrreasurer 
Harcourt last session by $652,354. This is 
all the more extraordinary os in the revenue 
account appear two special items amounting 
in all to $769,000. Half a million of this lat­
ter sum is derived from money paid by the 
Dominion Government as an instalment on 
the sums due the province which have re­
mained unsettled since Confederation. The 
balance, $269,000, arises from the sale of aa 
nuitifs. The result of the whole year’s 
transactions is that with an extraordinary 
income of $4,183,381.07 the balance in 
favor of the province is only 
$19,818. Were it not for the windfall 
from the Dominion Treasury and this sale of 
annuities there would bave been a balance 
on the wrong side, or in other words a de­
ficit of $749,182. This is not an unfair state­
ment, for the Provincial funds in the hands 
of the Federal Government are part of the 
surplus of which we hear to much, and if 
that surplus is needed to supplement the 
normal revenue every year the day of direct 
taxation cannot be far off.

The following shows the total expenditures 
for the last four years:

Montreal, Feb. 17—The great Baie 
dee Ch&leur commission has completed its 
task, and the two reports, that by Jedgee 
Baby and Davidson, and the minority1 one 
by Chief Justice Jette, have both been sub­
mitted to the public. The majority report 
is one sweeping denunciation and condem­
nation of Mercier, Langelier, Pacaud,

The document bears on it the impress of 
care and study.

The Jette or minority report on the other 
hand is diametrically opposed to the find­
ings of the majority one, and exonerates 
not only Mercier, but his whole crowd, ex­
cept Pacaud and Armstrong, whom it con­
demns jhn a half-hearted kind of a wav.
