It is said that over a 
thousand cattle from Toronto are waiting 
in Montreal for ahip room and as these are 
being held at the expense of the purchaser, 
buyers were tot at all anxious to buy to­
day. The quality of the cat' le here this 
morning was a little above the ordinary, 
and some exporters sold at butchers' prices. 
Other live stock were about steady. Hogs, 
however, have advanced 12£o to $6.75 for 
selects and $6.50 for lights and fats.

Ontario Wheat.
During the last ten years the great mitt, 

ing industries of the West have been to ex­
tensively advertised in Ontario that many 
farmers have given up raising wheat. The 
lturner, vho formerly helped to make *. 
market for his home-grown product to-day 
buys the western flour for family use and 
thus contributes to western prosperity, in­
stead of putting money into hie pwn pocket* 
by patronizing an Ontario industry. On­
tario millers have been unable to run more 
than eight or ten hours a day, and a» a re­
sult the price of bran and shorts has risen 
to twenty and twenty-two dollars a ton, a* 
compared with the former orices of twebn 
to fifteen in the palmy days of wheat grow­
ing in Ontario.

This competition of the western wheat 
lands is a tremendous tact ; in the aggregate 
the decline in the market in Ontario for the 
flour manufactured in this province has 
amounted to a loss of millions to the fann­
ing community.

No proof is needed to convince the gen
eral public that the western floor i* 
“stronger,” that is, richer in gluten, then 
its Ontario rival, But that the flavor and 
color ot Ontario flour is superior most be 
conceded even by those most interested, ha 
pushing the product of the prairie provinces. 
Down East, in the Maritime Provinces, the 
demand for a first class flour has led so the 
blending ot the eastern and western wheat* 
in such proportions that enough gluten le 
added to the Ontario product to bring it 
up to the strength ot western flour, while 
retaining the delicate and tasty qualitie»- 
tor which Ontario flour is famous.

Considerable progress has been made in 
flour blending in Ontario and after nearly 
ten years of experiment on the part of ex­
pert millers and bakers, the superior quality 
of the blended flour has been demonstrates’ 
by the demand already created.

There seems to be every reason in faster 
ot the adoption by the people of Ontorio eff 
the use of such a flour : an increase In th* 
milling of Ontario wheat means an eolargcS 
market and money in the farmer's pocket*. 
If the manufacture of the blended flours 
were merely in the experimental stage, ar­
guments in favor of its use generally throuh* 
out Ontario might prove ineffective ; tot 
now that some of the largest wholesale 
bakers in Toronto are enthusiastic about the 
increased sales of bread made of blended 
flour for Ontario people, it is surely wortls
while to purchase an article which---------
increased prosperity all over for the I 
Province of the Dominion.
