Women’s Patriotic League
The firat annual meeting of the 

Women's Patriotic League was held at 
the Rectory on Wednesday afternoon. 
The meeting opened with the singing of 
the hymn, “O God, our help in ages past’ 
followed by prayers for the soldiers, 
sailors, doctors, nurses and all who are 
helping to bring the war to an end. The 
president,Mrs. Shore, then welcomed the 
guests in her usual gracious manner, 
thanking the ladies who had worked so 
faithfully at the making of garments 
etc. during the year, and all who had 
contributed towards the cause. A special 
reference was made to the kindness of 
Mr. Newell who had conveyed many of 
the ladies and the work to the various 
homes so kindly opened for meetings. 
Very much of the success of the League 
was due to the hostesses who provided the 
teas from which source the greater part 
of the funds came. The president then 
asked Col. Kenward to act as chairman, 
which he did in his usual affable 
manner. The secretary's report showed 
that the work when first begun consist­
ed mainly of Belgium relief work, which 
was conservatively estimated as amount­
ing to $1394, showing the energy of the 
ladies who canvassed the township. The 
appeal of the Queen Mary Needlework 
Guild was answered by a box valued at 
$35, while the fruit sent was valued at 
$60.75, about 120 pairs of socks were 
knitted from yarn supplied bv Toronto 
friends. The money raised during the 
year outside the foregoing donations, 
was collected by subscriptions. A concert, 
church collections, autograph quilts and 
afternoon teas amounted to $401.63. 
With this money goods were bought such 
as flannel, sheeting, towelling, flannelette, 
grey cotton, batting, etc., and the willing 
workers turned this material amounting 
in all to 2368 yards into—73 hospital 
quilts, 2 autograph quilts, 141 sheets, 213 
pillow cases, 179 hospital night shirts, 
46 grey flannel shirts, 14 pneumonia 
jackets, 211 towels, 4 personal property 
bags, 850 mouth wipes. The donation pf
Îniions were 108, large quantities of old 
inen and cotton, sheets, towels, pillow

Letter From Mack Hagle
The following letter has been received 

from Macklin Hagle who left London 
with the 34th battalion :—Dear mother— 
Have arrived in England safe and sound. 
We boarded the train at London Ont., 
somewhere about eleven o’clock on 
Thursday the 21st October. The coaches 
had sleepers so we had a real good night’s 
sleep. We stopped at Kingston junction 
where we had breakfast the meal con­
sisting of sandwiches, bananas and 
coffee. The next stop was Montreal at 
12.15 on the 22nd, but only had about 
three quarters of an hour so did not have 
a chance to see the city. A strange thing 
about these eastern towns and cities is 
that they are all painted white. The 
country is lightly wooded and rather 
hilly. We reached Chaudière at 7.5 the 
same day and though it was dark it 
looked very pretty. It is situated on a 
river of the same name and it is from 
here that Quebec gets its power for 
electric lights, &c. Landed at Quebec at 
11.30 and in an hour’s time we were on 
board the transport ship, the Carolina a

the night. The trip was just as I ex­
pected a very lonely one. We were 
travelling third class and had not too 
much to eat, but we had dandy weather 
and that helped out a lot. One morning 
I was standing on deck I saw a whale 
blow. Then there were the porpoisis 
which followed the ship and they would 
dive right out of the water and then dis­
appear. It seemed very strange to get 
up morning after morning and be able to 
see nothing but water. We landed at 
Davenport Sunday, the 1st of November, 
and believe me I was certainly glad to 
get my feet on dry ground again. Eng­
land is a very pretty country, very few 
fences, all hedges here and they are 
kept very neat and you see nothing lying 
around the fields here everything is tidy. 
We left Davenport about 4.30 in the 
afternoon for Bramshott Camp about 40 
miles from London. The trains are very 
funny, the coaches are divided into eight 
compartments each holding about ten 
persons. You enter these compartments 
from the side so you see they are very 
different from our trains. The engines 
too are very small but powerful and 
travel very swiftly about sixty miles an 
hour. It is raining to-day and miserable 
but we don’t mind that, we get used to 
all kinds of weather. I# will be able to 
tell you more about the country the next
