Our opigion is now, and always has
beeq, that the verdict of the Judge apd
Jury on the case was a just one; jn
fact, we cannot see how it could be
otherwise, accordiyg to the evidence
given; but as to whether or not the
circumstances surrounding the case pre-
sented grounds fora mitigation of ghe
penalty imposed, through the Minister!
of Justice, the Governor General, after
what must bave been a dispassionate
digest of the evidence, has deaided.

The news of the
commudtation of his sentence seemed
almost to stun him, as although he was
aware that some endeavors were being
made on his behalf, he bad given up
bope of any guch result as followed.

Rogd is in right apgles or eastézly to the
Liverpool Boad. Went onv mile on the
Meadow Road. turned from the Meadow
Ropd to the Jeft to go fto the corpse—
about ffteen or twengy rods to the rempaius
of the body. 'The couptry was barren.
No road from the Meadow Road to the
remaing, There are bushes. and rocks
about the place, John Munrge was with
me. It iy cultivated at Munroe’s. There
is one cultivated field bevond Munroe's.
Itis a wilderness from Munroe’s to thg
place where the body was found. There is
no house east of Munroe’s to the Meadow
Road. The st of September I weut there.
I was driving. Walked up the Meadow
Road. It was ¢ o'clock when I gotto
where the remains were. [ first sgw
smoke after turping from the Mecadow
Road. Detected the buyrning remains
before I saw the body, [ saw ope shoe.
There were stones over the body. Fne
shelving rock was large and could not be
moved. There were stoues moved and

completely covering the body except ppe’

hacd and one foot. I removed one stone
from the top nnd saw the shape of the
body below. Then tried to remove the
stope from the face. It was too heavy foy
me to lift. It was resting on two stones
which were embedded there. It had pre-
served the face. The face was partly
visjble when I removed the stone. 1 re-
plgced the stone over the face. Gota
bucket of water to throw on the heated
stones to cogl them. A few feet distant
from the body f saw a small heap of ashes,
Saw the action of the firs on the body. It
was gharred. Sgw no remoants of cloth-
ing. ] then left there. I called at Mun-
roe's on wy way to the Meadow, and told
hi t¢ go to town with the word, while |
went op.  The left side of the body was
toward the shelving rock. Did not see
the body in Annapolis. (The plotograph
was praduced.) This is a very good repre-
sentation of the remains,

To ¥y. Motton—Jobn Munroe came AWAy
from the remains ; also the two men who
came up-the lake in 8 punt. Isaish Mun-
ro¢, Jobn Munroe apd James Muuroe
came to me 8s I drove to their honse, and
they told me pf the remains Leing in the
bouse, Was pot on the Meadow Road nor
the Larrens hefore. Made no exploration
of other portions of the barrens.

PREENMAN DUTEHER

sworn : On September 1st was on the
Liverpool Road coming to this town with
my wife and gaughter. I meta man with
4 borse and waggon, and a girl in the
waggon, about 3 gyile from Nilford House,
They were going in the opposite direction
to me. They bhad a dark or black horse
and a lhght express waggon. The man
was stout, had no whiskers, dack complex-
ioncd, sitting in & stooping position and
had on & grey woollen gcost and a dark
felt hat dowg ower his eyes. The girl was
emal] sized, fyll faged, fair, sud had what
looked like curly hair, She had ona
smal] dark cape. [ had a good look at her
face and would recognige ber again if I
saw her, I spoke to the man as he passed,
bidding him good moraing, but he made
me no answer.. He was whistling, and
not driging very fast. I newer saw the
man before. I think the prisonor is the
man. In fact I have no doubt heis. |
think ] saw the horse and waggon this
morning. I saw the corpse of a girl at the
Milford Hoyse in a box. It appeared to
be disfiguped by fire. I noticed the face
and hair. I thought jt might be the re-
mains of the girl I saw in the waggon the
day before. (He nsmed several persons
who were present when he saw the re-
mains.) (Photo. handed Wit.) This looks
like the remains I saw. I have no doubr
that they are the remains of the girl I saw
with the prisoner.

To Mr. Motton—I have had no great ex~
perience in identifying people and horses.
I made no memo. I gave a statement in
writing, which 1 have not scen since. The
waggon I saw was unlike any I ever saw
before. It was lower in the springs than
any I had ge:n before, I have no marks
of identitication of the waggon, except
that it was a low built, dark-colored, light
express wageon. [ doun't think I could be
mistaken ip the waggon. The horse was
sdark one, Ihave no other mark of
identification. I neyer saw the man in
the waggon before. I was told this morn-
ing where ghe horse and waggon I met on
the road was, and I went gnd saw them
I don’t know who told me. ] guess he is
uot hese to-day. He was 3 man I saw oo
the street.

I asked him where Mr, Thebault’s horse
and waggon was, because | wanted to see
them. [ didn't know whether he knew
anything about it. I was in a wgggon
whep [ saw the man and woman I spoke
of. ] don’t know what particular tune he
wag whistling. I took particular notice of
the woman's features, as we were hoth
walking our horses. Next day [ told
several people that [ meta many on the
road. T never was called bhefgre to iden-
tify people on a criminal case. (The
witness again described the appearance of
the corpse.) 1don't say that it was the
girl. The features were the same shape.
I say Thebault is the ggme man [ saw,
but I would’'nt be real positive, because he
was a stranger to me,

MRS. BUSAN QUTCHER
sworn: I was with my husband, the last
witness, when he came to Annapolis last
fall. It was on September 1st. We met
two persons, & man and woman, in a wag-
&on on .the Liverpool Road, about two
miles the gther side of the Milford House.
The mpap was stout, heavy shouldered,
dark - complexioned. - T didn’t notice any
whigkeps or moystache. He had on a groy
coat and a dgrk proad-brimmed hat slight-
ly down over his face. The waggon was a
rather Jow express waggoy gnd the horse
black.” I am not aware ghat I ever say
either of the persons befove. | never saw
either of them gince. (The witness is
asked to lgok arousd and see jf she can
ree cither of they now.) T ses none that
looks exactly like the man. ‘Phe prisoner
ig lighter and thipner than the map I saw,
and ghe countensnce is not as stern nm‘
hard Jooking.

The prisoner's
youpger son, George, went with usto
where the horse was copgealed in
woods, about one mile apd a half from the
old house. George kept halloing and
calling, *¢ Johnny, briug the horse,’” and
preseutly Jobnny, s third son, came up
with a borse, The boy bad a rope aronnd
the horse’s neck, sud a bay gith some
bread in it for himself.

the court, are in & boarding-house, in the
custody of the Sheriff. To-night oue of
them ix so ill that medical attendance had
to by procured for him, and it is very
donbtful if he will be able to resume duty .
In case this should be so, the trial will
have'to be gone throngh again from the
beginning, with 8 new wman in his place,
#t once, or the prisoner will have to be
remanded till anothep term.

How Tue Prisosgr Aors.—The prisoner
wears & more anxious expression than he
did yesterday, and his manner ix more
restless,  When the boots of the murdered
girl were produced and shown to the jury
the prisoner watched this part of the pro-
ceedings very anxiously and showed sumeo
slight emotion.
