Flre at Yarmouth.

PRINCESS BLOCK, ONE OF FINEST IN PRO­
VINCES, ENTIRELY DESTROYED.

Yarmouth, Dec. 28.—Yarmouth had its 
visitation from fire last night and at one 
time it looked as though the whole town 
must go. As it is, one of the handsomest 
brick blocks in the lower provinces is in 
ashes, and after seventeen hours hard work 
the fireman are still on duty. About 12 
o’clock last night fire was discovered in the 
Princess block, a three-story brick block, 
with splendid plate glass front, extending 
over two stories, occupied by Viets & Den­
nis, dry goods merchants, and Geo. »S. Tay­
lor, manufacturing tailor. The fire was io 
the basement and not being visible from 
the front the whole cellar was a perfect 
furnace before the alarm was sounded.

The fire department, when they got 
down to work, did nobly, but when the 
fire got into the elevator shaft the flames 
shot up this flue, and in a moment the in­
flammable contents of every floor hurst into 
flames at once, Still the firemen.doggedly 
worked away, but Yarmouth became 
alarmed and stores all around 1 were, lorn 
ppen»<goods bedraggled and tumbled on 
trucks and borne off by hand, fpr it looked 
.as though the whole centre of the town 
must go. The plate glass and iron front 
of the Building gave way with a tremen­
dous crash, and the flames shot access the 
street like discharges from a cannon’s 
mouth. The other side of the street was 
of wood, with glass shop fronts, and the 
flames burst the Windows, charred the 
whole front of the block, destroying signs 
and awnings, hut the block where the fire 
commenced collapsed, and the fire depart­
ment got control, and from that time the 
alarm was at an end. It was only a ques­
tion of tedious work to ex ting

The tire got into Killam’s block, former­
ly Ryerson’s, a fine brick four-storey build­
ing» but was driven out. When I say that 
in the rear of the burnt block, in front and 
on the side were wooden buildings, and 
these all were, saved, it will he seen how 
well the firemen have worked.

Princess block was valued at $22,000, 
and insured for $10,000. Viets & Dennis’ 
stock was valued at afeut $-10,000 and was 
partially insured. George S. Taylor’s 
stock and machines were valued at $18,000 
and insured for $11,000. Of the $80,000 
worth of property comprised in the above, 
absolutely nothing was saved. Ryerson 
block was badly damaged by fire and

It is 
said to have been the heaviest experienced 
since the Saxony gale. In the Bay of 
Fundy the storm was terrific, preventing 
the Steamer Monticello from making her 
regular trip. Many of the railroads in the 
States were blocked.

Wedding Bells.—A merry company 
assembled at the residence of Mr. William 
Sprowl, Clarence Centre, on Wednesday 
evening the 24th inst., to witness the 
riage ceremony of his granddaughter Sophia
D. Sprowl to William H. O’Neal of Have­
lock. The ceremony was performed by Rev.

After spending a pleasant 
and joyous evening the guests departed for 
their several homes leaving behind them 
several valuable presents and good wishes 
for the young people entering the road of 
life together.

—On Wednesday afternoon last an in­
toxicated man named Read, of Hantsport, 
boarded the train at Windsor as it was 
leaving for Halifax. A few miles beyond 
Windsor he threw himself from the train 
and was found at the bottom of an embank­
ment over which he had rolled, badly in­
jured and with his skull fractured. The 
conductor having missed him soon after he 
jumped off, backed the train, and when 
found he was taken aboard and carried 
back to Windsor, where his injuries were 
oared for.

— Through the joint action of the 
Presbyterian and Methodist Churches 
iu Canada, and other churches, there 
has been set on foot an extensivë move­
ment for taking the sense of the peo­
ple of Canada on the question of prohibi­
tion. Over 30,000 petitions for total pro­
hibition will be circulated and all church 
members and adherents of the churches 
over 16 years of ago will he at liberty to 
sign them. It is expeoted about a million 
signatures will be attached to the petition. 
This is the most extensive movement of 
this nature that has yet been inaugurated 
in Canada.

—The International Steamship Company 
propose to increase the present capital stock 
of the company from $300,000 to $400,000, 
in $25 shares. The increase of the capital 
is made for the purpose of building one of 
the finest steamers east of New York, to 

It is esti­
mated that the new steamer will cost about

taken to Windsor. "WE! WILL ALLOWFriday morning two little boys—son of 
Forman Hatfield , M. P. P., and Adolphus 
Woods, son of Evelyn Woods, were skating 
on the river in the vicinity of J. Lyons 
Hatfield’s wharf. Young Woods supposed 
tha^.Hatfield had gone around the wharf 
and ashore. In attempting to go ashore, 
he also fell through the ice ,but was rescued. 
On being taken ashore ho enquired about his 
companion, and as the latter had not been 
seen, a search was instituted and it was 
ascertained that ho had fallen iu and was 
drowned. His body was recovered about 
two hours afterwards. Deceased was 9 
years of age.

A fatal accident, of which Clarence 
Wright was the victim occurred in the 
woods at J. S. Leighton’s camp, South 
Fewburg, Monday. While the men were 
felling a large pine, young Wright was 
standing a little way off w atching it ^ajl. 
As the pine came crashing doWh ajj ?of 
a dead poplar standing near broke off and 
struck him on the head, breaking iu the 
skull and scattering his brains in the snow. 
The workmen say that the falling pine did 
not strike the dead tree, but that its top 
must have toppled over from the jar of the 
crash. Wright was 25 years old, and son 
of Frank VV right, of Oraftpe: rHe had 
only been in the woods with a crew a day 
or so before the fatal accident. Death 
was instantaneous. He was picked up im­
mediately after being struck, hut never 
showed any signs of life.

Monday aftcrtTOon two men were engaged 
piling a chain on the miTrine and fisheries 
wharf. One of them was Malcolm McNeil 
assistant blacksmith of the marine and fish­
eries department. The wharf was icy and 
Foreman Wm. McDonald had given a 
caution regarding it. Shortly, after Mc­
Neil’s feet went from under him, he tripped 
over the edge of the wharf and fell back­
ward into the dock. A rope was thrown 
to him but he made no effort to grasp it and 
sank. The body was recovered by grap­
pling shortly after, and a mark on the left 
temple indicates that the unfortunate man 
must have struck his head against a fender 
on the wharf, which stunned him. Mc­
Neil was an industrious young man, much 
liked by all who knew him. He was but 
29 years of age, and leaves a wife aud 
child.
