KIOGRAPICAL NOTICE OF MRS. SETON;
“POUNDRESS AND FIRST SUPRRIOR OF THE 8ISTERS
OF CHARITY IN TUE UNITED STATES.

(Concluded).

The time had now arrived when it pleased the
Almighty o ¢xtend the sphere of charity in
“which her'daighterswers engaged, by calling

- soms mombers of the commuaity to the care and
“aditeation of the orphan. Rev'd Mr. Hurley
Having been depited by the trustees of Trinty
‘Chotch, Philadelphia, to obtain the services of
the sisters fur their asylum, which until then had
‘baen under the conduct of a matron, the superior
readily acceded to their request and notwith-
ttanding the threatening aspect of the times, (it
Seiig the yeat of the embargo,) on the 29th of
Sejtsmbrr, 1814, three sisters left the mother
“house and proceeded by land to Philadelphia,
for the purpose of becoming mothers to ¢ s
kelpless female orphians who were to bo placed
wnder their charze  This establishment is the
sbcbud in order of priority that was confided to
she care of the of the sisters, for Mount St Mary’s
aeminary had alveady enjoyed the advantages
of their services fur the care of the sick and
the soperiniendance of the houschold depart-
went.

T'wo years after the sisters fiad commenced
their labors in Phiadelphia, Mrs. Seton was
7isited by a sevete trial in the death of her
youngest daughter, who in 1812 had received an
dajury from a fall on the ice, and had been from
tHat perivd 2 constant sufferer {or the space of
four years and nine months.  She died on the
24 of November, 1816. The resignation and
piety with which she bore her painful afflictions,
wadified alie whole commuumty.

About this period the most Rev Archbishop
1peid several visits to the valley, and always left
it with increased admiration, cdified by all that
He had heaed and seen’.  And who isthere that
shas not received tho same Impressions?! Who
has ever visited (hat mountain and valley con-
sscrated to Mary and Joseph, 2ud witnessed the
dedvont piety of those who dwell there, their
sacred avocations, their holy and good wurks,
<ue unceasing tribute of praise and adoration to
ahoie Maker, without feeling that it isa hallowed
Apot, one upon which God has poured out his
choscest blcssings and where his divine dpirit
Joves 1o dwell?  Who has ever visited that in-
2oresting institution at St. Joseph’s, with 2 spirit
Xowdvar troubled, a heart howevsr sad, that has
aot {elt the soothing wnflacnce of the charity and
holiness which pervade it, and has not left it
with increaséd impressions of the peace and ton~
wolation whick virfuo awards to her generous
followets 1 Few leave it, we venture to say,
without casting 3 lovk of regret ‘behino and
gavying the happiness of those whose lot has

benevalencs. ' {Ine by one sho laid in the grave
those whom she loved ; first her tvo sisters, wha
had severed every 6l!nci' tic and clong to her as
the instrument of their salvation, theit angel-
guide to elernal Liappiness ; then 2 daughter, her
cldest, gified with talents, graces aad virtues,
such as fall o the lotonly of a faw ; and lastly,
her youngest child, hor innocent and pious
Rebecea  1If, iwhile day by day and night alter
night she watched tho protracted agonies of
her dying child, her resignation to the will of
God never failed her, aid her fortitgde relaxed
nothing of s energy, let it not bo attributed
toa want of materyal love in her, who,
proropted as much by the purest "benevolence
as by a desite to please God, had devoted
herself entitely to the care of the orphan, the
sick aod the "poor; and’ whese warm and
generous heart expanded with love towards
all, oven the least attractive of her fellow
creatures. Deep and bitter indeed was her
interior grief ; but she united it to that of the
blessed mother of God, and through the in-
1ercession of the Quaen of Heaven and comforter
of the 2fflicted, she found surength and conso-
lativn in bowing calmly to the will of heaven.
That ‘the holy will of Gud should be accomplish-
ed was her constant prayer . ¢ Thy will be
done,” wae always . her beast and daiiy on her
lips, and with tlus disposition she did notfind it
dufficult to resign into the hands of the Alanghty
those whom she had taught to aspue cen
tinpally to a happier and 2 better world,

In 1817 an apphoation was mads from the city
of New York requesting the sisters of charity
to tzke charga of an orphan asylom. Full of
ceal fer the glory of God and of love for her
fellow-croatures, Mrs. Sewn rejoiced in being
thus abls to contnibute to the advancement of his
kingdom in thesouls of ihoso helpless beings.
Befoze sending forih her spiritual chuldren on this
mission she gave them such instructions as her
exporience and correot judgment, as well a3 her
piety suggested, recommending to them a spint
ot union and charuy, fidelity 1o the rules, and a
great kindness and gentleness of manner.  How
they comphied with 1he instructions of therr
enlightened superior may be gathered from the
important services which thoy rendered 1tv
teligion fo the city of New York, aud from the
many floerishing establishmems which thoy
still have charge of.in that place.

In her correspondence with the absent sisters,
Mother Seton gvinced the same thoughtful and
tender affection that she manifested towsrds those
around her But the society over which she
presided was soon to be deprived of herinvaluable
services and holy example. Eaily tc 1819 she
was confined to her room for several weeks by
a severo aytack of pulmonary nflatwmaiion, from
which she had not pesfeceily xecovered, when
she again exposed her Lealth by a,walk over 1he
premises. It was on this occasion she pomnted
out to the sisters who were with her, the site of
a2 now chapel, tho crection of which had becn
for ycars the object of her fondest wishes.®
From that day also her infirmities increascd.
During her illness she frequently assembled her
spiritual daughters round her bed, and exhoried
them o a fuithful ubservance of theit rales, a»
tho surest means of promoting the divino honor
and their own sanctification.  Whea in the pro-
gress of her discase it became adwmseble to

administer the last rites of religion, on proparation
was necessary to tommunicate this intelligence
to Mother Seton. She had consecrated to God
every feeling of her heart, every sspiration of
tier soill, cvery action of her life, from- the petiod
that he called her in so signul ¥ manner to his
service, und as a reward of her fidelny he gave
her his peace, that peace which the world can-
not give, and whicli enabled her to await with
composure tho moment of herearthly dissolation.
Surrounded by her sorrowing community, she
dlono remained unmoved, beseeching them 1o
moderate their grief and humbly submit to the
will of their dirine master. She united with the
most exemplary dispositions in the prayers that
were offered fur her, after which, again calling
the sisters round her, she urged upon them the
duies of mutual-suppore and charity, of loving
one another and remaiming firm in the observance
of their rule, and implared pardon from all for
whate¥er offegee or scandal she might have given
them. On the night preceding her death two
sisters rewnained with her, one of whoi had been
her constant companion through all the scene of
her sofferings. Towards the approach of
morning her symptuins were cvidently more
alarming, 1though tho peace ot her suul rematned
urdistorbed ; and abuut four o'cluck she began
an act of coaformuty ta the wil of Gud, whenthe
words died away on her lips, and she-peaccfally
expired, on the 4th of January, 1821, in the 46th
yesr of her age.

Such was the close of Mrs Seton’s brief, but
saintly career, a death ** precious in the sight of
the Lord.”  Whocan advert to the simple mound
under which her ashes repuse, and pot feel the
sublimity of Christian virtue! ‘I'here we be-
hold no- sculptured marble, no laudatory iu-
scription ; the rough stone with 2 mere cipher
upon it as a reference, and the rose-bush at us
side, are the only decorations of her tomb  But
oh ! how expressive are these badges of unafizeted
virtuo ! how loudly do they bespeak 1the
transcendant piety, the brithant recompense ot
fier. who ** accounted all things as filth that she
might gain Christ,” and whuse hfe of poverty
and humility has been exchanged for the glory
and riches of immortality ! What a reasuro of
wmerit did she accumulate fur herself ' What a
precious inkceritance has she bequeathed to her
religious in her bright example! A 1otal
renunciation of e~tihly things, an ardent desire
to accomplish the will of hesven, a devuted ais
tention to the service of her naghbour ; such
were the characteristic features in tho virtue of
Mouther Seton, and these traits will always
distinguish the life of 2 true sister of charity.
They are the groundwork of that spiritual fabrie
which she proposes to raise by divorcing herself
from the'wourld. By the steady cultivation 1o
these dispositions, the society Tonnded by Mother
Seton,; has become a svuice of incalculable
blessings 10 our country. What has attracied
within its bosom 80 many souds thirsting for the
rofreshing waters that spring up to eweraal life 7
‘What else has armed 1kem with encrgy and
perseverance in tho discharge of  their ardoous
duties’? Whav clss has seat  them abrgad
uofezringly anid the vapors of pestilence, and
caused them to rush with joy to 1he assistance of
thoso from whom tho xest of the world fled with
tortor 2 What elso than the sustaining influeace
of their holy fanth, the spirit of selfidenial, has
wrought and still produces amongst us these
wanders of true and practical philagthropy ?
Numbering heatly threo hundird members, St
Joscph's community supplies with  charitablo
labourers thirty cight emablishments in various

education of youth and tho instraction of tha
poor, othets to tho caro of the orphan: snd thq
comfortof thesick. Hhastening inevorydireclion
to the relief of suffering mortals, ' theiz Jifida
continval strugglo.agamst the -disasters whiok
arico from indigence and infirmity,.and they couss
the most oxalied virtaes of humanity. among. the
ordinary actions-of:itheir state, fulfiling with..a
holy joy thuss works of. chatity which are most
disgosting 10 human nature, but-most honorable
in the eyes of rehgion.’
