THE DANGERS OF SULPHONAL.—Dr. Bress-
lauer (Wiener Med. Blatfer), in making a tho-
rough investigation with sulphonal in the treat-
ment of neuroses, says that while in some cases
it has been known to do good, yet the bad
effects of the drug are so apt to come on and
prove fatal when least expected that he does not
advise its use unless cautiously administered.
When any one symptom comes on which could
be attributed to the remedy, it should be at-
once left off ; even then it may be too late, in
most cases, to save the patients from heart-failure,
The toxic
symptoms of the drug are : First, constipation ;
following this, scanty and dark-colored urine,
thirst, increased pulse, appearance on the legs
of bluish spots similar to purpura, ataxia, and

"numbness, a difference in the temperature of

the upper and lower parts of the body, and,
finally, heart-failure.—Z7%e Journal of Nervous
and Mental Diseases, August, 1891, p. 534.
