At a meeting of' thé Cminittee on rndian Missions hield in this'city on tite
l3iii February, instant, the followit-.g Resotution iras pnssed and transmittcd to
lue:

"4 Whereas the iiecessity exists for niaking intînedinte arrangements for raiaing
toinds ta mneet the exigencies of' our Indian Missions, Be it Resolved,-

That the Lord Bishop ho requested to comnrend this suhject to the attention of
te Clmrch generally, anti ta invite the Ctergy ta takoe up a Collection iii their

sererul Churehes in aid of' this abject, ou Sýunday, the l5th March next, or on
sti suicceeding Sunday as ta theni may ho convenieut dui'ing the, ensuing senson
of Lent."

It is ta bc feared that thec duty of' niuking quitable provision f'or the spiritual
ivants of' aur Indiani bret!weii, lias flot presenteti it.self' ta the xninds of' the members
of' the Church generally îvith thc. force which the subjeet imporatively demnands.
We have but two Missionaries Jabouring aniongst the Indians in titis Diocese, And
toivrds(1 the support of' them n very smiail soin is contributei t'rom local sources.
A visit ta the north-wostern portions of' the l)iocese ddtringy the preeeding sommer,
lias cauvinced mie titat twvo more ut leat slîould ho eniplayet, andi as mnny addi-
tianal Schý-olînasters Nvhio irould ho competent toacnt as Catechists.

The xnethod proposed of' augnienting the fonds for this abject is n simple one;
andi if a sinali uxnioit,-wlhichj would hnrdly be miissed,-shautld ho cantributed
annually by each Iarish, eoough might ho collecteti to support at leàst oue
Missioary andi a Schoalmnaster. We have hopes otf obtaining from a Society in
the Mother Country as mîtieli as wvîuld support another.

T foc!, therefore, that 1 rnay confidently urge titis dlaim upon the members of'
thicChurch in tii I)ioeese; andi m1ahe the îoqoost, wvit1i every assurance of' a
successfi1 resuit, ,thînt during the present senson o!' Lent,- on Sunday, the l6th
M4ardi, or as saon aftir us in y be eanvonient,-a Collection ho made in the severai
Churches o!' the Dioceýse iii aid o!' aur Indian Missions, and the amount transmitted
ta the Secretary' of'tic Churcli Society.
