At the North Dakota Station ' some interesting
experiments have been carried on re the vitality of
the typhoid bacillus in milk and butter. The
butter used in these invest'gations was derived
from an ordinary creamery, and contained one
ounce of ralt per pound. Ten days appear to be
the longest period of time over which typhoid
bacili introduced direct into butter could be de-
tected. When, however, the cream was infacted
with typhoid germs before churning, the latter
was discovered in butter even after three months
old. Typhoid becilli do not, apparently, make
any marked growth in butter if the buttermilk ie
thoroughly worked out of it. In sterilized milk
typhoid bacteria can exist for upwards of four
months, Where milk is inoculated with typhoid
bacillus it will take almost complete possession of
the liquid, becoming almost a pure culture.
