Fatoer Burke [O.[P.dellvered a lecture on
the above subject 1mSt. Alphonsud Church,
Glasgow, on last Sunday evenlng, the pro-
ceeds of which are to be added to the build-
ing fund ol the veéry rev. orator's new church
at Taliaght. The fact that the rev. fatber
would lectare was only made kEnown three
days proviously, but noctwlthstandiog the
brief announcement, the church was crowded,
to the door on Sunday evening. Long before
the hour stated forjthe dalivery of the lacture,
people gathered outalde the facred building,
and once the doors were opened continued
pourng into the charch, until it was physi-
cally impossible, for any more persons to
crush themselves in. The Interlor of the
church presented a striklog appearance,
Every eoat was flled to its utmost, ali the
glde passes were crowded in, and around the
altars many people were packed closoly to-
gethsr. Although the crowded congregation
guflered cxcessive Irco.vsnlence, all was
quietness and expectu-1. , and the words of
the rev. orator were follewed throughout with
the clos:st attention wnd bighest apprecia-
#lon, At eeven o'clock punctuslly, Father
Godiray, cutate of the patish, came to the
altar, sud recited vespers. Immediately
after, ¥ather Maginn, P. P, esvorted therev.
orator to the steps of the sltar, and having
ofterod s brief prayer, ,

TFather Borke addresssd the expectant con-
gregetion as follows:—My dear friends—~I
never £3¢l 50 happy a8 when I find myeelf, a8
at this moment, addressfng n congregation of
Cathelics, most of them my own kith and
kip ¢nd Irish blood, acd addressing them on
a subject so desr to them and to me ag that of
our own Catholic faith ; for, I fesl every word
1 hevo to say in defonce, or ia illustrution, or
ip description of that faith, will beunderstood
by you. I feel that no argument I can use
will be too deep for yonr comprehenslion, and
that every illusiration I may baveio produce
of tha froits of that divine faith will go home
to your very besrts, Strapgersscmetimes do
ot nrdorstand us Catholles. 1 remember on
one cccasion in America there was an an-
nouncement made thst I would dellvera
lecture oa the faith of the Catholic Church
thy very same subjast a3 this to-night—that
the Catholic fzith was the highest perfection
of maxn, and that without it man counld not at-
tafn to bis ratural or supernatural perfection
jorthis world or the next. An Amerlcan
gentlemen cams to me, snd ssid, ¥ Friend, do
you mean toeay that the Catholic faith is the
perfection of man?” I tald, “Certainly!”
#wYell,” he replied, I kpsw yon Irish
were an impudent lot ; but I never thought
there was eoch impudence in any man a8 you
have.” And, in truth, I felt for the man! He
sfterwerds came to hear my arguments ; and
after the lecture hie came to me acd salg,
nWe'l, I vever thcugkt I was po small
before!” (Laughter.) But, ia truth, it geems
a strangoe thing to say, in this ninetesnth
century of which we are all so proud
and no man desires it mors than I do.
We s8eo in this nloeteenth century
of curs more development than In
any preceding epoch of the world's history,
the triumpbs of the humen intellect, the
triumphs of human genlus, the magnificent
nchievements of human sclence. Why my
dear friends,

power in the -physical world of. to-day.
¥ormerly, a man going from:Galwey {o Dub-
tin, went to‘confession snd communion, made
his will, took -leave of his frlend:. They
onms up to tbo mail coach with him, There
was wespivg and wailing as it tho man were
going to depart from this world. Perhaps,
they taid, they would never gee bim agaln!
He vas golag—as I heard one of them put it

But it haa dune more: men
have been enabled to take hold of the most
terrible of all the elements, the lightning ele-
ments thet cometh out in the east and fiasheth
in the west; that bears wrath and destruction
tonll; and they hive made it the humble
meesepger of. thelr thoughts to carry these
from end to end of the earth on the wings of
eleciricity. Now, naturally enough, men ave
proud of these achievements and of the most
wonderfal advanco and progress made in all
the sciences of which this nineteenth century
of ours has been the mother and witness, and
copsequently they think it a strange thing
that an old man like ine comes out with the
habit worn {or.the last 700 years by succes-
glve Dominicans ; men lvicg in cloisters and
separated from the world ; men engaged with
studica of which the world Enows and uses
very little; men who cannot now—whatever
their predecescors may have done—boast of
great achievements in science; they think it

scientlate—to thoss wio bave succesefally
sounded the depth uf the coean atd mapped
it out; who heve «xplained every physical
law of the heavens and the earth, even the
most hidden—% My /riend, after all your
knowledge, aiter all your solence, after all
your _progrees, oiter all your inventlons, I
tell you, you never will attaln to the perfec-
tion of your being ¢s a map, either tor this
world or the next, unless you embrace the
Holy Catholic Church, the Church of Christ.”

"My dear friends, Gol 1a like an infinite
knowledge ; man is beholding to revesled, to
otrlain, . proofs of men, certain tinths that
man could only attain to by his own study,
by the labour of his intellect, ' But God de-
manda that all those who sre Hig and whom
He has created, ehonld have the knowledge of
Him ; and the absence of that knowledge .is
one of the greatest curses thatjcould fall upon
apeople. * There is no kuowledge of God
in the land ” says the Bcriptures, #and our-
sing, and lylog, and theft, and sdualtery has
prevalled, snd blood has touched blood,
because the people no longer know God."”
