A NEW CANADIAN BISHOP.

The Canadiar, Freeman, July 25th asys:
Archbishop Groes, of Portland, has received &
Papal Bull announcins the appointment of Rev.
Father Lemmer.s as Bishop of Yancouver Island
and' Alarka, The cousecration will taks place
at an early doy.

The following is a eketch of the new dignitary.
Tho Rizht Rev. John Nicholas Lismmens was
tora on June 3rd, 1850, at Schimmert, in the
province of Liwburg, Holland. Feeling him-
velf called tn & missionary life, he entered the
Arnerican collcge of Louvain, Belgium, in Octo-
ber, 1872, where he completed his theological
studies with brilliant success.

He was ordained a priest on March 29, 1875,
at Bruswels, by the Papal Nuncio, Mgr, Catani,
who has since been raised to the high dignity of
a Cardinal. Befors be completed his theologieal
siudies Mgr. Lemmens had selected for bis por-
tivn the nrduous misions of thn dicesss of Van-
couver Island, and :hortly after his crdination
was preparieg %o esur: out for bis futuro field of
laber, butwas siricken dowan with hemorrhage
uf the lnugs and compelled to postpone his de-
parture uatil the following year, 1876, when, 1n
compnny with the Rev, Father Nicelaye, now
aleo o devuted wissionary amorg the Yodians of
the west coast of Vancouver Island, he landed
at Victoria on Avgust 2,

He was first appointed at Navaime, visiting
a¢ the saree time the various Tadian tribes up
to the notth of the island. In 1862 he wae
appointed rector of the Cathedral in Victoria,
and in 1983 wus rent with Father Nicelayo to
the north ot the wost conat «f Vanoouver
Isiand, to engage in missionary work ameng the
Indians,

When the psinful necessity arcse fur chooring
& succersor to th~ lamented Arshbishop Se-
ghers, the clergy of the diocese wera unanimous
in theic opvion fur Father Lemmens. Arch-
bishop Seghers himself on more than one occa-
sion said that Father Lemmens should be his
successor, The Bishop-elect ia a profound theo-
logisn, npon whoso decisions the clergy know
they can rely ; he ia s splendid scholer; being
acquiinted with wmany «f the ancient and mod-
trn Iapguages, he is well qualifiad asan adminis-
trator, and js thoronghly conversant with the
rsquirtnents of the Indian mission: which
form the greater part of this disocese. He is
familiar with the languages of the varions In-
dian tribes of Vancouver Islsnd, and ia well ac-
quainted with their customs and practices. He
is an eloquent speaker,
