
3. If procceds of crime have bcen transformed or converted. in part
or in full1, int oilier property. such propcrty shall b. fible to the niessures
referred to ini this article instead of the proceeds.

4. If proceeda of crime have been intermingled witb property
acquired froin legitimate sources, such property shall, without prejudice to any
powcrs relating to freczing or seizure, be liable t0 confiscation up t0 the
assessed value of thie intermingledl proceeds.

S. Income or other bentefits derived froin proceeds of crime. (rom
property into which proceeds of crime have been transformed or converted or
from property with which proceeds of crime bave been intermingled shall also
bc liable te the measures referrcd te in tbis article, in the saine mannrer end t0
the saine extent as proceeds of crime.

6. For the purposes of tbis article and article 13 of tbis Convention,
each State Party shahl empower iUs courts or other competent authorities te
order that batik, financial or commercial records be made available or be
seized. States Parties shah not decline t0 act under the provisions of Ibis
paragraph on the ground of banik secrecy.

7. States Parties may consider the possibility of requiring Ibat an
offender demonstrate the lawful origin of allegcd proceeds of crime or oIber
property liable t0 confiscation, t0 the extent that sucb a requirement is
consistent with the principles of their domestic law and with the nature of the
judicial and other procecdings.

8. The provisions of Ibis article shall not be construed to prejudice
the rigjits of bons ide third parties.

9. Nothing contained In Ibis article shall affect thc principle tbat the
moasures t0 which it refers shal be delined and implemented in accordance
with and subject to the provisions ofIthe domestic law of a State Party.

Article 13
International cooperation for puroe of confscation

1. A State Party that has rcccived a request (romn anoIber State Party
having jurisdiction over an offence covcred by Ibis Convention for
confIscation of proceeds of crime, property, equipment or other
instrumentalities referrcd to in article 12, paragraph 1, of this Convention
situated in its territory shaîl, te the greatcst extent possible wibhn Ils domestic
legal system:

(a) Submnit the request t lis competent authorities for the purpose of
obtaining an order of confiscation and. if such an order is granted, give effcct
t0 it; or

(b) Submit te is competent authorities. with a view te giving effect
te Il to the extent requested, an order of confiscation issued by a court ini the
territory of the requesting State Party' in accordance wllb article 12, paragrapb
1. of' this Convention insofar as it relates to proceeds of crime, propcrty,
