TEXT OF UNITED STATES NOTE

Ottcira, Conada.
April 12, 1949.

Excellency:

I have the honor to inform Your Excellency that the common
interests of Canade and tee United States in defeaces, their oracimity
and the complementary characteristics of their resources clearly
indicate the advantiages of coordinating their plans for industrial
mobilization, in crder thot the most effective use may be mede of

" the productive feocilities of the two cowmtrice.

The fuzctions of the Depertucnt of Trode and Cemacrce nind
the Industrisl Defeace Board in Cenada and those of the Notional
Security Resources Beard znd the HMunitions Board in the United
States suggest thot, for the present, it would be appropriate to use
these agencies to assist the two governments in coordinating their
industrial mobilizetion plens.

Therefore, ny G-vernment wishcs to propose that the two
Gusernnents cgree: ’

(a) that o Joint Industrizl Mobilizeticn Commitice
be now constitutod consisting, on the United 3States
side, of thc Chzirmen of the Naticnnl Security
Rescurces Bourd end the Chairmen of the Hunitions
Board and, con the Caundien side, of the Chuairmen
of the Industrizl Defence Beord wnd o senior
officinl of the Depertnent of Troade ond Commercc;

(b) that the Joint Committee:

(1) exchonee infermation 'iith o view to the co-
ordaingtion of the plans of the United
States end Cancda for industriel mobilization;

(1i) consider vhet recommencdetions in the ficld of
industricl mobilizotion plunning in zrens o
commen concarn should be made to each
Governnent;

(iii) be empowered to organize joint sub-committces
fron time to tine to fneilitrte the dischorge
of its functions;

(iv) be responsible fer cooperation with the

Pernzanent Joint Board on Defcinice an umctters of
industrial mcbilizeticn.
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
