VISIT TO CANADA OF THE
MINISTER OF FOREIGN AFFAIRS OF NORWAY
MR. THORVALD STOLTENBERG

The Secretary of State for External Affairs, the
Right Honourable Joe Clark, announced today that the
Norwegian Minister for Foreign Affairs Mr. Thorvald
Stoltenberg will be in Ottawa on May 29, 1987 on a working
visit.

Mr. Stoltenberg, who was appointed Foreign Minister
last March, is visiting Ottawa for an initial meeting with
Mr. Clark. The Ministers will exchange views on current
international issues, namely East-West relations, the
upcoming NATO ministerial meeting in Reykjavik, UNCTAD VII
and the report of the World Commission on Environment and
Development which was chaired by Prime Minister Brundtland of
Norway. They will also briefly review promising cooperation
in Northern Development and Science and Technology, following
an Exchange of letters signed last December on Science and
Technonology Cooperation.
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
