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Proof that any person belonged to or was
within the description of any of the prohibited
or undesirable classes within the meaning of
this section at any time since the 4th day of
May, 1910-

That is the date on which the present
Immigration Act was assented to.

-shall for ail the purposes of this Act be
deemed to establish prima facie that he still
belongs to such prohibited or undesirable class
or classes.

What'I understand that to mean is that
if a person, by act Or word, at any time
since 1910, has done the things we have
enumerated in this section then, prima
facie, tlhat person would be deemed to be-
long to these classes. While there is some
material difference between the two sections
still the main purpose of the section is as
it was expressed in the section as origin-
ally introduced to the House.

Sir SAM HUGHES: Does the minister
approve of the change?

Mr. CALDER: Yes.
Mr. BUTTS: Would it not be well for

the minister to consider whether or not it
is advisable to strike out the exception in
connection with Canadian or British sub-
jects. Is not a crime committed by a Cana-
dian just as bad as one committed by a
foreigner? -

Mr. CALDER: You cannot deport them.
Mr. BUTTS: That is true, but you can

punish them otherwise.

Mr. CALDER: But under this section you
merely provide for deportation of people who
are in these classes.

Mr. ROSS: What is the change made about
the eighth line-"or who in Canada advo-
cates or suggests the unlawful destruction
of property." Is that new?

Mr. CALDER: Yes.
Mr. ROSS: Is that the first. change?
Mr. CALDER: There is a change in the

first line, "every person who by word or
acf," etc.

Mr. ROSS: What was the old section?
Mr. CALDER: "Any person who advo-

cates the destruction of property or the un-
lawful overthrow of government."

Mr. ROSS: What is the third change?
Mr. CALDER: I have not got them num-

bered in that way.
Mr. LEMIEUX: My hon. friend seems to

be passing retroactive legislation. If a man

has entertained the views which are to be
condemned, of course, since 1910, he is pre-
sumed to come within the prohibited classes.
A man might have entertained these views
in 1910 and since that time his views might
have undergone a change and he might have e
become a new man.

Mr. CALDER: That is only prima facie;
he can prove the contrary.

Bill read the second time and House went
intd Committee on the Bill-Mr. Boivin -in
the Chair.

On section 1-prohibited classes:

Mr. PARENT: What do the words "secret
society" mean? Does the Bill give a defini-
tion of them?

Mr. CALDER: The words theMse1vis ex-
plain their meaning. I do not know hat
I can give any other explanation.

Mr. PARENT: What about the Knights
of Columbus?

Mr. CALDER: It is not intended to cover
societies of that class.

Bill reported, read the third time and
passed.
