LIBRARY OF PARLIAMENT-MOTION FOR
CONCURRENCE IN REPORT 0F

JOINT COMMITTEE

Hon. G. J. Mcllraith (Minister of Public
Works>: Mr. Speaker, I move:

That the Report of the Joint Committee on the
Library of Parliament. tabled by Mr. Speaker on
Tuesday, November 22, 1966. relating to salary re-
visions affecting a number of positions in the
Parliamentary Library, bie cancurred in.

Mr. Stanley Knowles (Winnipeg North Cen-
ire>: Mr. Speaker, I wish to ask a question
which the Minister of Public Works might be
able to answer. I indicated my concern about
this to an officiai a few days ago. The last
listed position in the salaries under review
is that of a cleaning service woman. An i-
crease is provided, but there are two sets of
figures, one for the time when parliament is
in session and the other for the time when
parliament is flot in session. If a woman is
required in the library to, do cleaning work,
why should she be paid less when parliament
is flot in session than when parliament is ini
session? I would remind the minister that
there is hardly any time now when parlia-
ment is flot in session. Is the minister ini a
position to answer my question?
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Mr. Speaker: Order, please. I do not think
the hon. member can ask a question such as
this of the Minister of Public Works, who has
sought concurrence in a report. The hion.
member can oppose concurrence in the report.
Any questions relating to salaries or clas-
sifications should really be directed to Mr.
Speaker. Since they cannot be answered oral-
ly, perhaps the hon. member would care to
address his inquiries, in writing, to the Chair.

Mr. Knawles: It seems odd that we should
be asked ta pass a motion endorsing a report
when there ia no way for us to get informa-
tion in respect of that report on the floor of
the house. If that is the situation, ail I can
say is "On division"

Mr. Speaker: The hon. member knows he
can always obtain information, whether sat-
isfactory or not, by communicating in the
usual way with the Chair. There may be a
disposition on the part of hon. members not
to proceed with the motion until the hon.
member for Winnipeg North Centre has had
an opportunity-
