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STATUS 0F HOLDERS 0F RHODESIAN PASSPORTS

Question No. 419-Mr. Robinson:
Is it government policy that people holding Rhodesian pasa-

ports are denied entrance to Canada?

Hon. Mitchell Sharp <Secretary of State for External
Affairs): In a resolution passed on May 29, 1968, the
Security Council decided "that ail States Members of the
United Nations shall: (a) Prevent the entry into their ter-
ritories, save on exceptional. humanitarian grounds, of
any person travelling on a Southern Rhodesian passport,
regardless of its date of issue, or on a purported passport
issued by or on behaif of the illegal régime ini Southern
Rhodesia; (b) Take ail possible measures to prevent the
entry into their territories of persons whom, they have
reason to believe to be ordinarily resident in Southern
Rhodesia and whom they have reason to believe to have
furthered or encouraged, or to be likely to, further or
encourage, the unlawful actions of the illegal. regime in
Southern Rhodesia or any activities which are calculated
to evade any measure decided upon in this resolution or
resolution 232 (1966) of 16 December 1966." This is a
mandatory decision of the Security Council, and Canada
has complîed with it in accordance with its obligations
under the United Nations Charter. The entry to Canada,
save on exceptional humanitarian grounds, of any person
travelling on a Southern Rhodesian passport is prohibited.
