The pro-
posais in the November 18 budget to reduce federal sales
tax to 5 per cent on a comprehensive list of construction
materials will resuit in an estimated revenue bass of $450
million.

2. Allowing interest on mortgages to be deductible for
income tax purposes would result in a revenue boss to the
federal government approaching $1 billion.
