Mr. Mackenzie presented,—Return to Address of the 27th March, last ; for a 
Statement shewing all contracts given since 1867, including those of the Intercolonial 
Railway, those awarded to the lowest tender, and those given to others ; the difference 
between the price given and that stated in the lowest tender, and the reasons why 
the contract was not awarded to the lowest tender; and all Orders in Council 
relating to the same.

Clause amended to secure) might be impaired if persons entitled to superannuation or 
retiring allowances were eligible for seats in this House, as some of such recipients 
might be called into active service by the Administration of the day under the 
penàlty of abandoning their provisions or allowances.
