so that the hours from 4-7 mi lit be set aside for voluntary
exercise and competitive athletics, thus leaving the evenin’ free 
for-study.

The permanency of the present ^ronr of buildings on the lo er campus^ is assurred. Medical students of the first year amend almost all their 
time and Medical students of the second year spend approximately 50 & 
of their time in these buildin as. The development las clonal d : ark 
and the erection of Dormitories thereon, would, it is felt, not make 
the gymnasium less convenient ’or them if its is erected on ti e campus.
