Many Fatal Accidents in Ontario
Are Caused by Trespassing
on Tracks.

Thru a letter sent out at the in-
structions of the attorney-general for
Ontario the justices of the peace are
Faving their attention called to the
fact that during last year 132 pereons
were killed and 62 persons were in-
jured in Ontario by being run down
by railway trains while in the act of
trespassing upon rallway tracks.

Bradbury, Conservative member of
Selkirk, Man., will introduce a bill
into parliament at the very earliest
opportunity when the house opens in
Januvary, which is designed to put in
operation a system of cold storage
inspection.
