
FANCY FLAG DRILL

Third CAofrf.—Draw the rig^t foot back about
twelve inches, until the heel of the left point* to the
hoUow of the rig^t, sink towards the floor by bend-
ing both knees, once more bring the arms strai^ out
at the sides, wrists still leading.

Fourth CAorrf.—Straighten knees, bring up the
right foot in line with the left, bring both arms
straight down to the sides, wrists still leading.
Give this salute slowly and gracefully.

After saluting Britannia, the giris who are not fac-
ing the audieiice, turn so as to face the audience. The
salute is repeattd, this time to the audience.
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Each giri takes her flag in her right hand and faces
Britannia.

All march to the centre. Reaching the centre, aU
flags are raised towards Britannia. AIJ backward
march to place. Repeat.

One, Two, Five and Six (the two at the front and
the two at the back of Britannia) march towards her.
They raise their flags crossed as high as' possible, and
then backward march to places.

Three and Four (the two on her left side) and
Seven and Eight (the two on her right side) march
towards her. T^ey raise their flags crossed as high
as possible and then backward march to places.
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
