This was the substance of a resolu-
tion, moved by George A. Howell and
seconded by Paul von Azellski, ap-
proved by the High Park ratepayers,
at a meeting held last night in Howard
Park school. .

The proposed schemes were all ex-
plained by Ald. J. O. McQGarthy and
Ald. /J. McCausland, after which a
number of members including Ald. Mc-
Brien and ex-Ald. J. J. Graham spoke,
almost all being in favor of the bridge.

It was shown that the total land
damages in the bridge proposition
would be $201,000, while the Queen-

street extension plan called for $350,-
(00 plus an amount to cover the cost
of moving the rolling mills now oc-
cupying ground needed for tho exten-
sion, :
A few Jears ago the Toronto Hamil-
ton and Guelph radial was graxmed_ a
franchise to run a two-tfack line
overland as far south as ‘Sunny idf;~
avenue, immediately north of thé G.
