NIAGARA FALLS, June 27.—(Spe-
cial.)—For the first time in the his-
tory of aeronauts, an aeroplane circled
over the majestic cataract of Niagara
and dipped gracefully under the uppgr
steel arch, bridge shortly befo_re 6
oclock this evening,’ when Lincoln
Beachy piloted his Curtiss bi-plane
gafely gver the pcrllous course in the
view of a quarter of a million of peo-
ple. His successful flight marks an-
other mile stone in the achievements
of daring bird-men. Ejnthusiastic ave
iators who witnessed the flight, declare
that it was more perilous than the re-
cent race across the Alps. Beachy won
the thousand dollar prize offered by the
international carnival committee on the
under-the-bridge flight. : -
Beachy rosé into the air in his ma-
fine about a mile from the roaring
cataract, soared several thousand feet
hen clung near to the
Several times he was lost to
view. Like a great sea gull ‘the aero-
plane passed over the steel structure,
clearing the trolley that crosses it by a
meagre twenty feet. Down the gorge
for a- mile the machine raced, then
passed over the city on the Canadian
side.

Circling over the Horseshoe Falls for
the second  time, Beachy dipped his
machine as soon as he cleared the cat-
aract and ducked under the bridge
without evtn brushing a guy wire. - As
the aeroplane passed under theée bridge,
the whistles of the Maid of the Mist
and the gorge route cars screechea out
the news of the successful attempt to
perform a feat which Jas. MecCurdy,
the Canadian aviator, and other well
known bird-men had refused. to try,
declaring it to be suicidal.

Work Will Be Heavy, as 4000
Films Will Have te Be
Investigated.

According to an officlal announce-
ment made by Hon. A. Matheson yes-
terday afternoon, these are the men
appointed as provincial censors of
moving-picture shows. The remuner-
ation accompanying the job is $500, and
the money will be well-earned, accord-
ing to Col. Matheson's statement.

these films| to be censored, in fact
‘somewhsre over 4,000, sald Col. Ma-
theson.. *‘It |is no casy matter to ac-
complish the work, as it is impossible
to ispect more than four films an hour.
In addition [to this, the eye-strain is
59 great that -the censors are unable
to work more than four hours each
day.”

The provincial ' treasurer,” however,
was quite optimistic regarding the
complete and early earrying out of the
work.

“The . censors will start thelr dutles
1mmediately." e remarked, *“‘and the
films wil be inspected by degrees.
After each film_ has been inspected a
label will be affixed to it, so that when
the exhibition of the picture  com-
mences the public will see the label
and know that it has been passed upon
by the provincial censors.’

“We are lucky in having in one of
the appointees a man who is quite
familiar with quite a considerable pum-
ber of the films shown thruout the
country. That will be a great saving
in time, as he will. recognize the film

when it is presented, and there wiil
be no necessity of running it-all off.
