Ag all the world knows Grand Duke
Paulwas exiled from Russia for having
married against the czar's will a certain
Madame de Hohenfels, who thru the
gracious patronage of the King of Ba-
varia, had become a baroness, The day
after the assassination of his brother, |
Grand Duke Sergius, Grand Duke Paul
was summoned by telegraph to St.
Petersburg, where, he was told, the czar|
was prepared to receive him with open
arms and grant him his forgiveness, The|
grand duke left at once for the Russian|
capital and was received with warmest!
welcome by the czar, who, however, |
commanded him to repair at once to
Moscow, there to represent the imperial
family at the burial of Grand Duke Ser-

In order to appreciate this lmperlal‘
manoetuvre it is necessary to bear in
mind that Grand Duke Paul has lived
in exile for so many years.that he is/
practically unknown to the Russian peo~
ple, and thus is exempt from any hatred
or enmity of which as a grand duke he
would dtherwise be the subject. He was, |
therefore, the ideal representative cf
the imperial family at the funeral. |

How Wood is easoned.

The newest method of curing timber
quickly for joiner work, pianos, etc.,. is
to sweeten it. The nrocess. which was
invented by an Englishman named Pow-
¢ll, is described by United States Consul
Atwell in Roubaix, France:

“Powell replaces the =ap of trees by
beet sugar or saccharine, which acts as
a preservative by driving the natural
kumidity from the fibres. Newly felled
wood is laid on a‘wagonette, which i9
rolled into a huge cylinder, the interior
of which is provided with pipes. The
wood having been placeéd in the cylin-
der, the latter is supplied with sugar or
saccharine. Hot water is then forced
thru the pipes. The heat bols the
sugar, which penetrates the pores of th
wood. Cooling is accomplished by cold
water forced thru the pipes. The cy=
linder is emptied of the sugar or sac-
charine and the wagonette is rolled into
a special room, where the wood is dried
by currents of hot air. After being
cooled again the wood, properly sea-
soned, by the sugar, is ready for use,
It is said not to spring or gather damp~
ness and to be proof against destruction
by insects,
