PROGRESS ON CRON'S NEST

o e

Gonstruction Engineer Says Every-
thing is Going on Smoothly,

Four Thousand Men are Working at
Present and There is Room for 1500
More- Rock Weork Has Been Given the
Preference During the Winter—News
From Dlontrqal. »

Montreal, Que., Feb. 28.—(Special.)—
Mr. Hugh D:. Lumsden, engineer in
charge of construction of the Crow's
Nest Pass road, is in the city, and gave
your corréspondent to-day some. details
regarding the progress of the work.
Everything he says, is going ahead
smoothly, the only drawback being the
lack of men. The engineer states that
at present about 4000 men are at work
all “alonig the line from Lethbridge to
the Kootenay Lake, some 290 miles, and
that the company would like to engage
1500 more. He states that all the rock
work is being done this winter, so that
the softer work may be attacked a liitle
later on. o far 105 miles of grading
have been completed,, bringing it to the
summit of the Rockies.

“And the tracklaying?”’ ¢

“We had knocked off tracklaying, but
I expect the work will be resumed to-
day. So far 75 miles have been laid,
and from this out rapid progress will
be made in this as well as on the other
branches of construction.”

He confirms the report that the exten-
sion round antenay Lake; which is
mostly rock, will be built as soon as
the survey now being carried on is com-
pleted. :
