There is still a mix-up in connection with
the Grand Trunk trackmen’'s strike, a® far
as the rank and file of the men are con-
cerned. The truth seems to be that the
rank and file of the strikers have been
*“jollled” owing to phantom promises by
outside parties  belng accepted by their
executive at Montreal. It turped out yes-

terday morning that the Grand Trunk Com-
pany would not deal with thé men as a
union; that they took the ground that, as
the inen had all been discharged, in order
to be reinstated they must make applica-
tion individually, and that the company
would select the men they wanted. The
coup on Maturday night put the men—the
rank and file—just woere the management
wanted them, a?atently. The company
state that they had made no conditions tor
their return; that the understanding was a
complete surrender. 1t now turns out that
about 500 men will not be taken back in
any event, Others refused to go back with-
out conditions. This Is how it stands to-
day, as far as can be gathered.

Montreal, June 5.—(Special,)—The annual
meeting of the Bank of Montreal took place
bere to-day, Hon. Senator Drummond oc-
cupying the chalr. ~Before the report was
adopted Mr. E. 8, Clouston, the general
manager, sald that “the only Importunt
change in our liabllities 1s the large in-
crease in deposits, amounting to about $5,-
£00,000, which arises from no special de-
posits, but appears to be a general Increase
in all classes. The increase In deposits in
all the banks for the same perfod amounts
to $82,000,000, 50 we appear to have re-
celved our falr share of them. We have,
as you will notice, during the last year,
taken advantuge of the high prices rullnﬁ
for bonds in the United States, and realize
about half our holdings, the proceeds being
at present employed In short loans in the
London and New York markets.

“The only very unfavorable feature In
sight 18 the excessive increase In call loans
of $9, 600,000, most, of which, I am afraid,
is occasioned largely by speculative opera-
tions, some of them of ‘dubious value, This
condition will probably correct itself some

{ occagion individual losses to
speculators, but should not affect the gen-
ernl prosperity. We are not singular in
our present fortunaté-position, as there ap-
pears to be a universal wave of prosperity
| sweeping over most of the countries of the
