Syracuse and Kuntzsch Have Diffi-
culty in Joining Circuit.

Syracuse, Jan. 29.—Applications for one
vacancy in the New York State Baseball
League caused a whole lot of discussion at
the annual meeting of that organization at
The Yates, in this city, to-day. The Waver-
ley franchise is the property of the league,
and Amsterdam, Johnstown and Glens Falls
applied to the league for the franchise, all |
offering flattering inducements. This city
had been counted upon to come in the elr-
cuit, but a boomerang was thrown into the
meeting this afternoon when it was au'
nounced that George N. Kuntzsch, who was
to secure the franchise here, had been noti-
fied that hils lease or Star Park would not
be renewed. As the league is anxious to

secure Syracuse as a member of the circuit, |
the matter of making up the circuit was
finally, after two hours’ discussion, put into
the hands of a Circunit Committee, of which
Presldent: Farrel is the chairman. It is
said that the Rapid Transit Railroad will
build a park for Mr. Kuntzsch.

It was decided to Increase the forfeit
money from $100 to $200. to be paid inteo
the league treasury before April 1. It was
declded to make a change in the constitu-
tion, whereby the .Board of Directors wili
hereafter consist of five members, inelud-
ing the president, who will appoint the
other four members.
