Expand All of Lungs.
To overcome such a bad start toward 

success and fair health, rid yourself of 
any nonsense about chest expansion. 
You may develop an expansion of many 
inches and have worse lungs than a 
man with only a, three-inch expansion.

Proper breathing exercises may hap­
pily widen your chest girth, but the 
peaks and corners of the lungs ought 
to be opened up simultaneously.

Fifteen minutes a. day spent upon 
three or four manoeuvres in the open 
sunlight should help to ward off tuber­
culosis and several other ailments. Try 
the following:

Stand with heels together, toes turned 
slightly out, arms hanging at the sides. 
Now inhale a full breath slowly and 
gently, at the same time raising the 
arms straight up in front of the body 
until they are extended up above the 
head. Then, holding the breath, pass 
the arms in a wide circle downward and 
backward, palms forward, at the same 
time drawing the head up and back. 
After a few moments exhale the breath, 
relax the muscles and return to posi­
tion. This exercise should be repeated 
from ten to twenty times.
