added the physician. The prisoner 
had consistently refused food all, the 
time he was in prison; that the body 
had deteriorated slowly, scurvy de­
veloping October 11, and the patient 
becoming worse until he had an at­
tack of acute delirium on October 20, 
growing very restive and requiring 
two officers to hold him in bed. He 
then became unconscious. On Octo­
ber 22 the heart became weakened and 
dilated, upon which the attendants 
administered food.. On the 26th he 
died.

Coroner Wyatt, in instructing the 
jury, said that If it found the de­
ceased had deliberately killed him­
self it should return a verdict of self- 
murder; second, If It found his mind 
was so unbalanced that he did not 
realizes what would be consequent 
upon his refusal of food, it should 
fiçd his death was due to suicide 
while of unsound mind; or,’ third, If 
it found the prisoner did not intend 
to kill himself, but, owing to his 
physical condition, death ensued, the 
jury should return an open verdict.

Burial Permit Granted.
After the jury retired, Solicitor 

MacDonald suggested that a fourth 
verdict might be offered, namely, "as 
due to his protest'^against his arrest.” 
The jury returned in twelve minutes 
and a juror read the verdict: “Death 
was due to heart failure consequent 
on a refusal of food."

Solicitor MacDonald asked the cor-- 
oner to issue a burial permit, saying 
interment would be made in Ireland. 
The coroner declined to do this, say­
ing he had no jurisdiction.

The home office, however, granted 
the permit without delay and the 
body of Lord Mayor MaeSwlney was 
turned over to his relatives In time 
to permit the original plans to be 
carried out.

OPEN VERDICT RENDERED
BY JURY ON MACSWINEY» *

Fort William, Ont., Oct. 2.7.—The 

board of railway/commissioners held 
a sitting here thife morning 
rate increases. Wl J. Thompson, rep­
resenting Sault Ste. Marie, w;as the 
first witness called. In presenting his 
argument, he claimed that this city 
was included in the prairie section 
and paying western rates; whereas It 
was considered that the western rate 
basis should apply.

Col. Milton Francis, on behalf of 
the Port Arthur Board of Trade, sub­
mitted a memorandum in which he 
set forth that the increase of 40 per 
cent, would bring the new rate from 
Port Arthur to Toronto to over 100 
per cent, more than pre-war rates. 
He claimed that the express rates in 
the United States were only increased 
26 per cent, over pre-war rates. He 
asked t$ie board to consider whether 
cost of operating warranted so dras­
tic an Increase In Canada. ‘

The board will consider all evidence 
taken in the west upon Its arrival in 
Ottawa.

Paris, Oct. 27.—The German govern­
ment, somewhat to the surprise of the 
council of the League of Nations, has 
sent to the league offices in London 
ten treaties or diplomatic agreements 
entered Into by Germany with various 
powers since January 10, It was learn­
ed here today. This step was taken 
in consequence of the circular invi­
tation sent to all the governments of 
all the world except that of soviet 
Russia, by order of the league council 
at its meeting in Rome in March last.

The treaties and agreements are the 
Franco - German agreement concerning 
the harbor of Kehl on the Rhine; the 
Franco-German exchange of notes re­
specting article 297 of the treaty of 
Versailles; Swedish-German notes of 
March 31 on a German-Swedish com­
mercial treaty ; an agreement with the 
Letvian republic about the exchange of 
prisoners; an agreement to the same 
effect .between Germany and Hungary; 
the Franco -German protocol for ex­
ecution of article 68 of the treaty of 
Versailles; an agreement between 
Germany and the Russian soviet for

Quebec, Que., Oct. 27.—J. Eugene 
Coreyveau, consul-general for Monte­
negro, has issued CoL Fred E. Bum- 
ham’s farewell to Montenegro, penned 
on the eve of his departure for Albania. 
Col. Burnham went in charge 
Red Cross mission to Montenegro 
time ago from Xltihnipeg.

The document is addressed to the 
king and queen of Montenegro 
to all "true-hearted Montenegrins 
refugees from their native land.” It 
points out that the "dawn of allied 

ry brought murder, arson, outrage’ 
and extortion" to Montenegro. "Be­
trayed by friends, terrorized by Serbia, 
the key is turned in the lock so that

London, Got. 27.—A jury of 
men, after twelve minutes’ delibera­
tion this morning, returned an open 
verdict at the inquest over the body 
of Lord Mayor MacSwiney of Cork, 
who died in Brixton prison early 
Monday from the results of his sev­
enty-three day hunger strike.

The verdict was that the deceased 
had died from heart failure due to a 
dilated heart, and acute delirium fol­
lowing scurvy, which was due to ex- 

I «Haustion from prolonged refusal to 
take food.

The widowed lady mayoress, dress­
ed in black and heavily veiled, was 
ffie only witness on behalf of 
MacSwiney family, and was the dom­
inant figure of the proceedings. Her 
composure was indicated by her quick 
and pointed replies.

Mrs. MacSwiney successfully resist­
ed the continued attempts of the cor­
oner to have her characterize her 
late husband's occupation otherwise 
than as "a volunteer officer of the 
Irish Republican army.”

The inquest, which was held in the 
bright, sunny office of the prison gov- 

- ernor, was attended by 35 persons be­
sides the coroner and jury. These in­
cluded Mrs. MacSwiney, the dead lord 
mayor’s brother, Sean 
sisters, Annie and Mary, his private 
chaplain, Father Dominic, the lord 
mayor’s secretary, the town clerk and 
city solicitor of Cork, representatives 
of Irish civic and political organiza­
tions, and {tome office and. other Bri­
tish Government officials.

Mrs. MacSwiney Testifies.

son entrance when the members of 
the family, accompanied by Art O’­
Brien, head of, the London office of, 
the Irish Self-Determination League, j 
drove up in a taxicab, Mrs. Mac­
Swiney stepped briskly to the door,

JAIL FOR EMBEZZLER.
Ottawa, Oct. 27.—John J. Gagnon,
