“Confirmation of reports about the 
export of foodstuffs from Rùssla leaves 
little doubt that the Soviet Government 
has definitely embarked upon the policy 
of shipping out food and leaving the 
care of her starving to the Americans 
and other foreigners.

FIUME NOW ITALY’S RENO.

Court Decision Starts a Brisk Traffic 
In Divorces.£ ■

Fiume, Feb. 26.—Traffic in divorces 
has been so brisk here since Fiume was 
made “the Reno of Italy” that the 
municipality has itself entered the 
divorce business, establishing agencies 
in Rome, Milan and Naples to enable 
the incompatibles of the peninsula to 
familiarise themselves with the neces­
sary formalities.

The number of Italian divorces 
granted here is now considerable. The 
fact that Fiume divorces have been 
held valid in Italy has served to in­
crease the business. Recent decisions by 
the Court of Appeals of Milan main­
tained that in conformity with certain 
Hague conventions, to which Italy 
a party, divorce granted to Italians by 
another State was valid. In Italy the 
law grants no divorce of any character.

IMPROVING T*12 HOTELS-■
The proposal of the Special Hotels 

Committee of the Ontario Legislature 
that classes for prospective hotclmen 
be opened at the University of Toronto 
seems to be somewhat academic.

There is a serious side, however, to 
the committee’s report, and the Legis­
lature has performed a public duty m 
trying to raise the standard of hotel­
keeping in the province- The travel­
ing public, for nearly the whole PubF 
travels in these days of motor trans­
portation, has to put up with serions 
discomfort, especially in many of the 
smaller towns and villages. Good 
hotels are the exception in most com­
munities, large and< small. It is idle 
to blame this condition on prohibition.
In the days of liquor selling most 
hotelkeepers gave more attention to the 
barrooms than to the kitchens, the din­
ing-rooms and the bedrooms. It must 
be impressed on those who are still 
running hotels that their , licenses and 
their success depend upon the quality 
of the service they give. Divorced 
from the bar there is no more honor­
able apd useful business than keeping 
hotel. It is a public function, and it 
should be conducted with a sense of 
responsibility to the public. Every 
reasonable assistance should be given 
to the hotelkeeper who is doing his 
best to serve his patrons properly, and 
there will be no demur at some of the 
proposals made for that purpose by the 
committee of the Legislature.
