So the" Valencia must have been set 
to the northward and westward of her 
estimated position between thirty and 
forty miles. This was evidently a case 
when the strong southerly gale was 
aiding the Inshore eddy current.

With hesitancy we suggest that the 
navigator bound northward 
steam might well consider the pro­
priety or necessity of making, the Til­
lamook fog signal, that of the Colum­
bia bar light ship, or that of the Uma­
tilla light ship.

George Davidson,. of United States

ing Article on Subject.

In view of the peculiar interest at­
taching to the currents and conditions 
on the southwest coast of Vancouver 
Island owing to the recent loss of the 
steamer Valencia George Davidson, of 
San Francisco, has written an article 
on the inshore eddy current along the 
northwest coast of America. Mr. 
Davidson for years was connected with 
the United States coast and geodetic 
survey, and has made a careful study 
of this question. His article on the 
northwest currents, which appeared in 
the Daily Commercial News, follows;

The loss of the steamer Valencia on 
the southwest coast of Vancouver Isl­
and and the tragic loss of life prompts 
us to call attention to some of the 
peculiarities of the currents on our 
northwest coast.

Some years since we sent to the hy­
drographic bureau of the navy depart­
ment a chart of that region to show 
the location of many wrecked vessels 
and of buoys and redwood logs that 
had drifted ashore. These were a few 
of the evidences we had In proof of 
the existence of a close inshore eddy 
current which we had shown to exist 
along our coast from San Diego to 
Alaska.

This inshore eddy current runs to the 
northwestward, while the main Facile 
current outside ru..s from the north­
west. The^Paciflc current is part of 
that great current sweeping around 
the north Pacific coasts and which has 
its origin in the equatorial regions.

It would appear that the traditions 
of navigators to the northern ports 
have been brought down through sev­
eral decades, to avoid the Washington 
coast from Point Grenville to the Fuca 
Strait, and especially to give a good 
berth to Flattery rocks and the outly­
ing Umatilla reef.

That was sound advice before we had 
lights and light ships, fog horns and 
sirens from Tillamook rock to Flattery 
rocks and Tatoosh Island.

In avoiding the dangers in the ap­
proaches to Fuca Strait from the south 
in thick weather American and British 
vessels were so frequently carried to 
the Vancouver shore to theij: destruc­
tion that the Dominion of Canada de­
termined to place a light upon the 
southwest coast of the Island; and 
upon being personally consulted by the 
deputy minister of the marine, we re­
commended Bonilla Point as a good 
site. Carmanah, two miles to the west­
ward, although not so prominent, was 
selected because there was a better 
landing for supplies, fresh water and 
an Indian village there.

We then asked Deputy Smith to learn 
from the Indians whether any redwood 
logs were found on the shore, because 
■we had been instituting inquiries 
among the Indians and Catholic mis­
sionaries about wrecks, buoys, drift of 
flotsam and redwood logs on the whole 
west coast of the island through Cap­
tain John Devereux, of Esquimau. 
When Mr. Smith landed from the boat 
he stepped upon the trunk of a red­
wood.

In gathering our proofs for the move­
ment of this eddy current our col­
leagues of the United States coast and 
geodetic survey, making a topographi­
cal reconnaissance of three hundred 
miles of the coast from Crescent City 
to Cape Flattery, had discovered 
these redwood trunks and logs along 
the whole shore line, and we have 
further proofs of their drift to the 
coast of Alaska in 54 40. This is an 
important factor because the redwood 
does not grow on the immediate coast 
north of 42 15.

Furthermore we have traced the 
movement of this current by the drift 
of the stern post of the steamer Gen­
eral Warren from the mouth of the 
Columbia to the river Copalis; and of 
cement barrels from the Tillanrmok 
rock lighthouse eighty miles farther up 
the coast.

And still stronger evidence is shown 
by the buoys that have broken from 
their moorings off the Columbia river 
bar and other localities and have drift­
ed upon the shore of the west coast of 
Vancouver Island to Cape Scott.

The most remarkable case of such 
drifting is that of a bar buoy which 
broke from its mooring off the bar of 
the Columbia being seen in the north­
east entrance to the Shelikof Strait, 
between Kadiak Island and the Pen­
insula of Alaska, and two days later 
being taken up by a vessel at the 
southeast entrance near Karluk. By 
the shortest distance around the coast 
the distance is nearly fifteen hundred 
nautical miles and it had traveled at 
a rate of over ten miles a day.

These and other evidences too num­
erous to relate prove the existence of 
this eddy current; but we have very 
few measurements of its width and 
strength. Oft the headlands it would 
naturally be quite narrow and for a 
time might be actually arrested and 
changed by excessively strong south­
easter and a large swell. We had a 
unique experience of its breadth and 
strength in the summer of 1870 off 
Cape Mendocino. We came out of 
Humboldt Bay bound for San Fran­
cisco ill a schooner, with barely steer­
age way of, say, one and a half knots. 
We determined the position of the ves­
sel many times, because we knew there 
must be a current against us, and when 
a slight increase of the air fanned us 
along at the rate of two and a half 
knots, we crossed a slight but dis­
tinctly marked current rip fifteen miles 
off the cape, and then the vessel made 
full headway over the bottom.
. Similar conditions, or a combination 
Df conditions, may exist on the north­
ern coast toward Tatoosh Island. Van­
couver in the discovery in 1792 found 
his vessel tailing to the northwest 
when southwest of Point Grenville in 
the brig Fauntleroy, with light airs 
and no swell we were carried to the 
northwestward by this current.

This is the current which, when it 
passes Flattery rocks, under ordinary 
conditions of tide and weather, tends

The most important development in
connection with the discussion over the 
establishment of a branch of McGill

This dispatch was in reply to one 
sent by Mr. Wade inquiring if the re­
port circulated on behalf 
that Toronto had refused affiliation 
with western schools was correct.

If this were done they would with­
draw their opposition.

of their presence here is a demonstra­
tion of the value of advertising. This 
comment is not original. It was made 
by C. A. Holland, agent of the B. C. 
Land and Investment Agency, who 
pointed out that the majority of the 
visitors did not come here with the 
intention of purchasing sites for future 
homes, but had been induced to do so 
since arriving, for reasons already 
mentioned, and also because they rea­
lized the possibilities of fruit growing 
and other agricultural pursuits. He 
explained, however, that while many 
of the transfers involved comparative­
ly small properties, a number of im­
portant deals had been put through 
recently. One of these was the pur­
chase of four or five acres in the neigh­
borhood of Rockland avenue, with a 
small frontage upon that thorough­
fare. There was another of some lots 
near Beacon Hill and several others he 
could enumerate.

Asked whether he could set any esti­
mate upon the value of the real estate 
which has passed into the hands of 
Prairie province residents during the 
past two months, Mr. Holland stated 
that such a thing was impossible. To 
give some idea of the extent of the 
exchanges, he mentioned that property 
to the value of $19,000 had passed 
through the hands of one local agent. 
As it was only natural to believe that 
all were doing approximately the 
same, the importance of the business 
might be arrived at from that figure.

In conversation with a reporter, 
Beaumont Boggs spoke in the same 
optimistic manner, expressing pleasure 
at the increased demand for real es­
tate recently, and looking forward to 
a steady improvement in the future. 
Mr. Boggs did not look for a boom, and 
hoped that nothing of the kind would 
occur. At present the business was 
upon a firm basis. The purchasers 
wanted value for their money, and 
were careful to get it. Such a thing as 
an unwarranted increase in the prices 
quoted upon real estate could not but 
have an injurious effect. He added 
that many of the visitors were inclined 
to hold back *heir investments until 
some definite information Is received 
of the C. P. R.’s policy with regard to 
the disposition of the wild lands ac­
quired by that company with the E. & 
N. railway.

All those interested expect that the 
inflow of Northwest settlers will con­
tinue, as those already here state that 
widespread interest is being evinced 
in British Columbia, and particularly 
Victoria, and that many are con­
templating coming here as soon as 
their interests permit.
